LIEUTENANT ROBERT WILSON ADAMSON
1st Tunnelling Company

Robert Wilson Adamson was born in Leichhardt, Sydney, New South Wales on 8 July, 1889 the son of Thomas Henry and Mary Adamson.  He was educated at the Fort Street High School, Sydney before entering the University of Sydney to study for a Bachelor of Engineering (B.E.) graduating in 1913.  Some of his results were published in the: 
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He also played Rugby Union and was a University team footballer and captain with numerous games results reported in the newspapers.  The following were printed in the:
At the recruiting depot Victoria Barracks, Sydney (2nd Military District) on 31 December, 1915 the twenty-six year old single engineering draftsman from 45 Selwyn Street, Paddington applied to enlist for active service abroad.  Passing the preliminary medical examination personal particulars taken show he was 179cms (5ft 10½ins) tall with a chest expansion of 86-89cms (34-35ins).  Declared fit his application was accepted by the recruiting office the same day.
Attestation forms were completed describing him further weighing 70kgs (154lbs), having a fair complexion and black hair and his blue eyes passed the eye test with good vision.  Methodist was his religion.  Next-of-kin nominated was his father Thomas Henry Adamson of 45 Selwyn Street, Paddington.  He was sworn in on 3 January, 1916.
He was appointed the rank of Honorary Corporal the same day and sent to the Engineer Officers’ Training School at Moore Park, Sydney for instruction until March 13, 1916.

He married on 26 February, 1916 to Elsie Wilmen in the Methodist Church, Bourke Street, Darlinghurst. News of their wedding was published in the:
An application for a Commission with the A.I.F. Tunnelling Company was dated 17 March, 1916 and the Candidate’s details reveal he had a Bachelor of Engineering from Sydney University and military qualifications of fifteen months with the Public Works Rifle Club and Engineers’ Officers’ Training School A.I.F.  The medical examining officer gave the same personal details as his previous medical examination and his next-of-kin nominated was his wife Elsie Adamson of 45 Selwyn Street, Paddington and later of Jekiva, Market Street, Stroud.
Acknowledgement to volunteers from Rugby Union footballers was published in the:

His appointment as Second Lieutenant was announced in the Commonwealth of Australia Gazette No.44, 1916 from 6 April, 1916 and attached to the Tunnelling Reinforcements at Rosebery Park, Sydney.  On 5 July, 1916 was transferred to the Tunnellers Training Camp at Seymour, Victoria.  He was a member of the November Reinforcements to the Tunnelling Companies.

The 516 Reinforcements departed Melbourne, Victoria on October 25, 1916 at 1.30pm aboard the transport HMAT A38 Ulysses.  The Australian coastline disappeared from view on October 30, 1916 with the port of Durban reached at 11.30am on November 13, 1916.  Windy weather was experienced going around the Cape and arrived at Cape Town at 7am on November 19.  Sierra Leone was the next port of call but their departure was delayed until December 14, 1916 as it was not safe to proceed further.  Arrived at Plymouth, England on December 28, 1916 after 65 days at sea, with the troops disembarking at 1.30pm and detrained to the station at Tidworth and marched in to Perham Downs the following day for training at the Aust. Details Camp.

The Reinforcements proceeded to France from Folkstone on 28 January, 1917 on board the transport S.S. Onward marching in the next day to the Aust General Base Depot at Etaples.  The same day was admitted to the 7th Stationary Hospital at Boulogne with Influenza remaining a patient until transferred to the 8th Michelham Convalescent Home, Cap Martin on 17 February, 1917.
Base Records advised his wife on 12 February, 1917 that he had been hospitalised with Influenza.

His name was listed in the Casualty Lists published in the:


He applied for a post on 16 March, 1917 with the Anzac Light Railways but there were no vacancies.
He was discharged to duty on 17 March, 1917 from Menton to the A.G.B.D. at Etaples.  On 4 April 2nd Lieutenant Adamson was attached to the 1st Aust Anzac Entrenching Battalion which was an advanced section of the Base Depot that organised works near the lines and through duties, usually of ten days duration, would accustom the reinforcements to war conditions before being assigned to a company in the field.

On June 1, 1917 went sick to the 8th Field Ambulance suffering chronic Synovitis right knee then moved to the 3rd Casualty Clearing Station.  From there was transferred to the Officers’ Hospital in Rouen entering the 2nd Red Cross Hospital diagnosed with displaced semilunar cartilage (slight) and was discharged to Base Details on June 13. 

His wife was advised by Base Records on June 18, 1917 that her husband had been admitted to hospital on June 10 due to loose cartilage in his knee.  

On 24 June, 1917 he went before the Medical Board examining his present state of health at Rouelles camp.  The Board found that:


He is suffering from after effects of dislocation of semilunar cartilage of knee joint (rt).



He is at present unfit for active service and the Board recommends that he be given one



month’s Base Duties.



Not fit for general service.

He appeared again before a Medical Board assembled to examine and report on his present state of health at Rouelles Camp, Havre on 23 July, 1917.  The Board findings were:

Chronic Synovitis right knee [Tissue lining lubricates certain joints during movement becomes inflamed]

He has a loose cartilage in his right knee due to an injury 11 years ago


Knee is continually giving him trouble and gives way if he is walking


on rough ground.

A Telegram sent from Anzac Section, 3rd Echelon to the Reinforcements, Havre on 9th August, 1917 stated:


“Despatch Lieut. R.W. Adamson, 1st Anzac Entrenching Battalion at present A.G.B.D., A.I.F. Depots


UK, Tidworth, for duty aaa Authority D.A.G., A.I.F. 8/80 dated 5th instant aaa Advise TIDWORTH


by wire date departure repeating this office.”

S.M.O. at Aust Base Depots replied for their information on the 10th August:

“Permission has been obtained to retain Lieut Adamson temporarily, but not permanently.  Please select another “P.B.” Officer as soon as possible to learn the work under Lieut Adamson, and report when the letter is available to proceed to London.” 
On 12 August, 1917 the S.M.O. Lt-Col S. Roy Burston at the Aust Base Depot, Rouelles wrote to the Commanding Officer at the Aust General Base Depot stating that in his opinion:

“Lt R.W. Adamson was particularly well fitted for, and was doing valuable work in his present position of “T.B.” Training men of the Aust Base Depots.  He is very enthusiastic about the work and has had a special course of instruction at the Central Training School in the latest system of physical training for convalescents.
“I consider that it would be very difficult to find another “P.B.” Officer who would meet all the requirements as satisfactorily as he does.

“I would be glad if you would bring the reasons for this Officer’s appointment details as of 28/7/17, also his special qualifications for the work before A.I.F. Headquarters, and request that he be allowed to remain in his present position.”
He was to be Lieutenant on 13 August, 1917 with the announcement appearing in the Commonwealth of Australia Gazette No.52 and was transferred to the Permanent Supernumerary List from 28 September, 1917 and posted to the Aust General Base Depot on 28 September.
The Medical Board met the same day at Rouelles camp and their report is as follows:


The same extract was repeated as above up to fluid in joint


His condition has not changed since that date and the Board still considers him unfit for 


General Service, but fit for duty at the Base.


They repeated the same answers to the form questions.

A letter dated 29 September, 1917 regarding the Board’s decision and employment of the Officer at the Base. 
Headquarters, A.I.F. attached 1st Anzac Corps wrote on 5 October, 1917 to the Anzac Section, 3rd Echelon asking they arrange this officer to proceed to England at an early date, as it was not desired to employ him on Base duties in France.  He was to report firstly to Administrative Headquarters where he would receive further instructions as to proceeding to Headquarters, A.I.F. Depots for duty there. 

The 1st Anzac Entrenching Battalion was disbanded on 20 October, 1917 and Staff and Headquarters were retained with remaining officers and about 203 other ranks absorbed as reinforcements into the Tunnelling Companies.
On 2 November, 1917 a letter from the S.M.O. Aust Base Depots in Havre wrote to the Deputy Assistant Adjutant-General wrote in his opening paragraph:

“In view of the valuable work that this Officer is doing in charge of the “T.B.” Training men, I should be glad if authority could be obtained for him to be retained in that position.”
The writer Lt-Col S. Roy Burston gave procedures, statistics and results of his work in training physically unfit soldiers to a level of reclassification so that the Medical Boards could determine a category they could be placed under.  A reply dated 10 November, 1917 said that in view of the nature of duties performed by this officer, his temporary retention on Base duty in France was approved. 
His name was published in an article on well-known Footballers serving in France appearing in the:

On 25 December, 1917 Headquarters attached to the 1st Anzac Corps wrote to Administrative H.Q in London their publication for A.I.F. Orders.

Lieut. Adamson wrote to Aust General Base Records on 8 January, 1918 stating he had been classified permanently unfit by two medical boards namely 23/7/17 and 28/9/17 and respectfully asked permission to resign his Commission with the A.I.F. in order that he may take up war work with the Consett Iron Works, Co. Durham, England.  He felt that he would be doing more good for the service in such capacity.  If necessary he could obtain in writing the willingness of the above company to employ him.  In support of his application he stated that he was a Bachelor of Engineering of Sydney University, with 6 years practical experience in structural design, general mining and metallurgical work.

The Commandant at the A.G.B.D. wrote to the 1st Anzac Corps on 9 January, 1918 attaching relevant forms in connection with Lieut. Adamson’s permanent unfitness due to trouble with his knee.  He understood that the Lieutenant was most efficient at his profession and was willing to enter into an agreement to release the Commonwealth Government and the A.I.F. from all responsibility regarding pensions to him, passage to Australia, etc.  The Corps Depot replied on January 11 advising to tell the 3rd Echelon to send to A.I.F. H.Q. at Etaples for Termination on Application under usual conditions.
On 25 January, 1918 Officer was detached from Staff and marched out to England where his Appointment was terminated in London in order to take up Munition Work.

Lieutenant signed the Officer’s Resignation Form on 14 February, 1918 being granted release from his Commission as from 28th January, 1918 and acknowledged receiving the sun of £28 being part of his active service and deferred pay due to him.

On February 20, 1918 Base Records wrote to Mr Adamson care of Mrs J. Cawthorne, Medomsley House, Co., Durham enclosing his requested extract of his service.
Lieutenant Robert Adamson returned to Australia at his own expense arriving via Canada to Sydney on 25 October, 1918 on board S.S. Niagara exactly two years after he had embarked for Europe.
The Staff Officer for Invalid and Returned Soldiers, Sydney (2nd M.D.) requested his Active Service Record from Base Records on 15 November, 1918.  This was forwarded on November 23.
Memos in regards to Adamson’s letter dated 27 November, 1918 from 45 Selwyn Street, Paddington re Discharge Papers was referred on 30 November to the Assistant Adjutant General.

The Water Conservation and Irrigation Commission, 33 Hunter Street, Sydney dated 25 November, 1918 inquired if 2nd Lieutenant Adamson had received any promotion since embarkation on 25 October, 1916 and if so details and any other information on the officer would be appreciated.  Records office replied on 30 November advising that according to records the Officer was promoted to the rank of “Lieutenant” on 13/8/17.  His appointment in the A.I.F. was terminated in England on 28/1/18 in order for him to take up Munition Work in London. 

Base Records sent to his wife at Jekiva, Market Street, Stroud on 3 September, 1919 the Form of Commission for her husband referring to his first Commission as a temporary 2nd Lieutenant in the Regular Forces of the British Army.

On 17 September, 1919 the War Service Homes Commission wrote to Base Records as R.W. Adamson had applied for assistance under the War Service Homes Act.  His address was given as “Iveston”, Foord Avenue, Hurlstone Park and military details.  Records replied on 23 September giving his Statement of Service.

The Department of Repatriation, Sydney, NSW telegrammed Base records on March 29, 1920 who replied the following day that they had no medical board proceedings to hand at their office on the ex-soldier but sent a Statement of his Service. 
The British War Medal (87561) and the Victory Medal (28469) were issued to Lieutenant Robert Wilson Adamson, 1st Tunnelling Company for serving his country.
The following inquiry results were reported in the:
His name was listed twice in the Register of Tunnelling Company Officers in 1925 under Tunnelling Companies—Australian Engineers as:

On 6 March, 1928 it was announced he was to be Engineer-in-charge at the Government Grain Elevator Construction Branch, Department of Agriculture.

In 1930 their residence was at Brentwood, Duntroon Avenue, Roseville with his occupation as draftsman.

Details of his work movements were reported in the: 
Their residence was 8 Duntroon Avenue, Roseville with his occupation remaining the same.

In June 1942 he was listed on the Factory Welfare Board – Chairman Robert W. Adamson – Engineer B.E.
Social items on his children were published in the:


On 6 July, 1950 he and his wife were passengers to London on the ship Himalaya giving their intended address care of Lumley, Masons Arms Hotel, Ledgate, Co. Durham with occupation of engineer.  They returned in December, 1950 on the same ship with their address listed as c/- Bank of New South Wales, 47 Berkeley Square, W1.
Robert Wilson Adamson passed away on 26 February, 1952 aged 62 years.  Announcements were published in the:
Mrs Elsie Adamson died on 2 September, 1973 aged 85 years.

Their names are commemorated in South West Terrace, Wall 124 of Northern Suburbs Crematorium.

“In view of the valuable work that this Officer is doing in charge of the “T.B.” Training men, I should be glad if authority could be obtained for him to be retained in that position.


	“There are at present a great number of Casuals marching into these Depots.  A certain number of these men are physically unfit to proceed to the front, and it is impossible for the Medical officer to determine, without further evidence, whether they will ever be fit for General Service.


	“These men appear before the Standing Medical Board.  If the Board considers it advisable that are classified “T.B. Training”, and, under the supervision of Lieut. Adamson given a week’s graduated training.  They then come before the Board for reclassification, and the Board is thus able to come to a definite decision as to what category they should be placed under.


	“Since the scheme was started, 304 men have passed through Lieut. Adamson’s hands, and the results, on reclassification by the Standing Medical Board are as follows:-


“A” Class						170 men = 56%


	“P.B.” Class						117 men = 38.5%

SILO LIGHTS – RIVAL TENDERERS EXAMINED


The inquiry by the chairman of the Public Service Board (Mr J.S. Marks) into the character of the work performed by officers of the Department of Agriculture with reference to the purchase of electric lighting sets for grain elevators was continued yesterday.


Robert W. Adamson, draftsman in the grain elevator construction branch, stated that prior to the calling of quotations for the supply of lighting plants for the silos Mr Trotter, a representative of the Fairbanks-Morse Company, asked him about the matter.  He told Trotter that he understood quotations would be called, but that he did not know when it would be.  He also told Trotter that if possible he would let him know when quotations were called.  When quotations were called witness was not consulted as to the firms that were to be asked to quote.  Generally he did not have anything to do with the calling of quotations, but sometimes the clerk-in-charge (Mr Rattray) consulted with him as to the firms to be invited to quote.  On this occasion he was not available when Rattray was compiling the list, but he understood that in his (witness’s absence the other draftsman (Mr Bottam) was consulted.  Witness did not let Trotter know as he had promised to do, as he was not cognisant at the time of the calling of quotations.  He made no inquiries as to whether Fairbanks-Morse were included in the list of firms asked to quote, because it was not a matter that came within the scope of his work.  He naturally assumed that they were included.  Subsequently Trotter reminded witness of his promise to let him know and witness told Trotter that he was sorry he had been unable to do so, but that he had not known in time.  He told Trotter it was a pure oversight.  Witness did not think the omission of Fairbanks-Morse from the list of firms invited to quote was anything else but a pure oversight.
