BELL BROTHERS

SAPPER HAROLD BELL
1406 – 1st Tunnelling Company
Harold Bell was born in Lambton, near Newcastle, New South Wales on 28 May, 1891 the son of John and Thomasina Ann (nee Green) Bell.  Military training was gained from serving two years with the St George Rifles at Corrimal.  At nineteen years of age he married Kathleen May Rhoden at Coledale, NSW on 26 November, 1910 which was reported in the:
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At the recruiting depot in the Sydney Town Hall on 22 January, 1916 the  twenty-four year old married miner re-applied for active service abroad having been rejected six months previously due to defective eyesight which he said had been cured.  Personal particulars taken show he his postal address was Austinmer, South Coast and stood (5ft 10ins) tall with a chest expansion of (33-37ins) and weighed 66.3kgs (146lbs).  His eyes passed the eye test with very poor vision in both eyes and required dental treatment.  Declared fit his application was accepted by the recruiting officer. 
Attestation Forms describe him further with a fresh complexion and fair hair with no distinctive marks.  Methodist was his religious faith.  Next-of-kin nominated was his wife Mrs Catherine May Bell of Austinmer, South Coast and allotted three-fifths of his pay in support of his wife and child.

He and his brother James both reported to Casula camp, near Liverpool on January 24, 1916 where he took and signed the Oath of Allegiance and assigned to the 1st Reinforcements to the Mining Corps who were in the last stages of establishment in preparation for departure abroad.  His rank was Sapper with the regimental number 1406.
At a civic parade in the Domain, Sydney on Saturday February 19, 1916, a large crowd of relations and friends of the departing Miners lined the four sides of the parade ground.  Sixty police and 100 Garrison Military Police were on hand to keep the crowds within bounds.  The scene was an inspiriting one. On the extreme right flank, facing the saluting base, were companies of the Rifle Club School; next came a detachment of the 4th King’s Shropshire Light Infantry, then the bands of the Light Horse, Liverpool Depot, and the Miners’ on the left, rank upon rank, the Miners’ Battalion.  

The Corps boarded HMAT A38 Ulysses in Sydney, NSW on February 20 and sailed for the European theatre.  Arriving in Melbourne, Victoria on February 22 the Miners camped at Broadmeadows for a stay of 7 days while further cargo was loaded. 

Another parade was held at the Broadmeadows camp on March 1, the Miners’ Corps being inspected by the Governor-General, as Commander-in-Chief of the Commonwealth military forces. 

Leaving Melbourne on March 1, Ulysses arrived at Fremantle, Western Australia on March 7 where a further 53 members were taken on board.  

On Wednesday March 8, 1916 the whole force, with their band and equipment, paraded at Fremantle prior to leaving Victoria Quay at 9.30 o’clock.

One of the Bell brothers on the transport A38 Ulysses threw a package containing his two rising sun and Australia badges requesting them to be returned to his mother in Austinmer resulting the following being published in the:
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The ship hit a reef when leaving Fremantle harbour, stripping the plates for 40 feet and, although there was a gap in the outside plate, the inner bilge plates were not punctured.  The men on board nicknamed her ‘Useless’.  The Miners were off-loaded and sent to the Blackboy Hill Camp where further training was conducted.

The Mining Corps comprised 1303 members at the time they embarked with a Headquarters of 40; No.1 Company – 390; No.2 Company – 380; No.3 Company – 392, and 101 members of the 1st Reinforcements.

Finally departing Fremantle on April 1, Ulysses voyaged via Suez, Port Said and Alexandria in Egypt.  The Captain of the ship was reluctant to take Ulysses out of the Suez Canal because he felt the weight of the ship made it impossible to manoeuvre in the situation of a submarine attack.  
On April 10, 1916 he was transferred to the No. 2 Company of the Corps.

The troops were transhipped to HM Transport B.1 Ansonia, then on to Valetta, Malta before disembarking at Marseilles, France on May 5, 1916.  As a unit they entrained at Marseilles on May 7 and detrained on May 11 at Hazebrouck.

A ‘Mining Corps’ did not fit in the British Expeditionary Force, and the Corps was disbanded and three Australian Tunnelling Companies were formed.  The Technical Staff of the Corps Headquarters, plus some technically qualified men from the individual companies, was formed into the entirely new Australian Electrical and Mechanical Mining and Boring Company (AEMMBC), better known as the ‘Alphabetical Company’.

On 25 May, 1916 he went sick to the 12th Casualty Clearing Station and was discharged to duty two days later.

He was taken with fits on 18 July, 1916 to the 15th Field Ambulance and moved to the 1st Aust Casualty Clearing Station admitted with hysteria and conveyed on Ambulance Train to the No. 2 General Hospital in Wimereux on July 19 diagnosed with Neurasthenia (Nervous condition, constantly worried to point of exhaustion).  On 29 July he was invalided to England from Boulogne on the hospital ship St Denis entering the 3rd Southern General Hospital in Bristol due to Epilepsy (slight) (a central nervous system (neurological) disorder in which brain activity becomes abnormal, causing seizures or periods of unusual behavior, sensations, and sometimes loss of awareness.)
On 17 August, 1916 was discharged to the 1st Aust Auxiliary Hospital at Harefield until August 26 when transferred to the No. 2 Command Depot at Weymouth after being medically boarded for return to Australia and taken on strength.  While there he was fined six shillings due to the loss of his Kit on 9 September, 1916.
Sapper Bell embarked for home from Southampton on board H.T. Kanowna on 9 September, 1916 for discharge in Australia due to Epilepsy.  Base Records advised his wife on 27 September, 1916 that he was on his way home.  The ship docked in Sydney (2nd Military District) on 28 October, 1916.  News of their arrival was reported in the:
A copy of his service was made for the Pension Department on 7 October, 1916.
Military Discharge was issued in Sydney (2nd M.D.) on 29 November, 1916 as medically unfit.

A Welcome Home with a presentation was organised and reported in the:

Further news about him was published in the:
The British War Medal (34113) and the Victory Medal (33679) were issued to 1406 Sapper Harold Bell, Mining Corps for serving his country.
In 1930 they were are Moore Street, Austinmer with the occupation of carrier and in 1934 to 1936 were at Toxteth Avenue, Austinmer working as a motor driver.  In 1937 he was at 8 Underwood Street, Botany and from 1954-1963 were at 30 Broughton Road, Camden as a miner.

Statements of Service were requested by the Sydney and Melbourne Repatriation Commissions from  Base Records and forwarded on 31 July, 1933 and 26 March, 1956.

During World War II Harold re-enlisted for service on 12 March, 1942 from Botany at Paddington.  Personal details given were his date and place of birth.  Next-of-kin nominated was his wife Kathleen May Bell.  His service number was N390604 and was discharged on 12 January, 1943 in the rank of Lance Corporal with the 3rd Aust. Employment Company. 

Mrs May Bell died on 8 May, 1959 at Burwood, NSW and buried in the Roman Catholic portion of Eastern Suburbs Cemetery in section FM 29C in position 964.
Harold Bell passed away after wilfully administering medication and alcohol causing poisoning whilst in a depressed state at home in 16 Toxteth Avenue, Austinmer about the 8 June, 1967.  He was 76 years of age.

Cremation took place at Eastern Suburbs Crematorium, Sydney on June 13, 1967 and his ashes were collected by the applicant.

SAPPER JAMES FOSTER BELL
1407 – 2nd Tunnelling Company
James Foster Bell was born on 5 August, 1885 at Mount Kembla, Camden, New South Wales the son of John and Thomasina Ann (nee Green) Bell.  He was a coal miner.
At the recruiting depot in Bulli, NSW the twenty-nine year old single coal miner applied to enlist on 20 January, 1916 and passed the medical examination.  Attestation forms describe him as 173cms (5ft 8ins) tall, weighing 64.5kgs (142lbs) with a chest expansion of 7888cms (31-34½ins).  Fair in complexion with good vision in his blue eyes and had fair hair.  There were no vaccination marks and a brown skin mark on the front of his forearm was classed as a distinctive mark.  Religion was Methodist.  Next-of-kin nominated was his father John Bell of Austinmer, NSW.  

He with his brother Harold reported to Casula camp, near Liverpool on January 24, 1916 where he was sworn in and assigned to the 1st Reinforcements to the Mining Corps.  Preparations were in hand for departure of the Corps and basic training commenced.  His rank was Sapper with the regimental number 1407.
At a civic parade in the Domain, Sydney on Saturday February 19, 1916, a large crowd of relations and friends of the departing Miners lined the four sides of the parade ground.  Sixty police and 100 Garrison Military Police were on hand to keep the crowds within bounds.  The scene was an inspiriting one. On the extreme right flank, facing the saluting base, were companies of the Rifle Club School; next came a detachment of the 4th King’s Shropshire Light Infantry, then the bands of the Light Horse, Liverpool Depot, and the Miners’ on the left, rank upon rank, the Miners’ Battalion.

The troops were transhipped to HM Transport B.1 Ansonia, then on to Valetta, Malta before disembarking at Marseilles, France on May 5, 1916.  As a unit they entrained at Marseilles on May 7 and detrained on May 11 at Hazebrouck.

A ‘Mining Corps’ did not fit in the British Expeditionary Force, and the Corps was disbanded and three Australian Tunnelling Companies were formed.  The Technical Staff of the Corps Headquarters, plus some technically qualified men from the individual companies, was formed into the entirely new Australian Electrical and Mechanical Mining and Boring Company (AEMMBC), better known as the ‘Alphabetical Company’.

His service continued without incident until 31 January, 1917 when he went sick to the 1st New Zealand Field Ambulance with an injured ear and a report stated was transferred to the 1st Aust Casualty Clearing Station.  This was queried by Administration and found he was discharged to duty on 6 February, 1917 and not admitted to the C.C.S. 

There are no Unit Diaries for the 2nd Tunnelling Company from April to June, 1917 but the Company was stationed at Coxyde Bains on the South Coast of Belgium and camped on the outside of the town and were working at Nieuport Bains sector on the extreme left of the British Line.  No. 1 Section was working on Offensive Mining against enemy strongpoints from July 1 to July 10.

The following is from the Unit Diary of the 2nd Tunnelling Company for July 10:

“10 July, 1917

The extreme left of the British front line was at this time about 600 yards in advance of the River Yser, and consisted of a series of posts in the Dunes, and on the beach.  The Reserve line, Battalion Head Qtrs, and the billets of this unit were on the Western side of the river, and connected to the front line system, by three pontoon bridges.  About 8 am the enemy opened up a heavy bombardment on these bridges and by 2 pm they were destroyed, the result being that all men on the Eastern side of the river were cut off.  These included 2/Lt W.M. MORTENSON and 2/Lt E.P. HARGRAVES, 47 Tunnellers and 47 attached infantry, 1 Battalion Kings Royal Rifles Corps, and 1 Battalion 1st Gloucester Regiment, with technical arms.

Throughout the day the enemy kept up an intense and destructive bombardment on NIEUPORT BAINS.

As nearly as can be estimated, at about 7 pm the enemy attacked and killed or took prisoner all on that side of the river, with the exception of a few Officers and men who swam across.”

Sapper Bell was reported missing and thought to have been taken prisoner on July 10 but it was unconfirmed. 
On July 31, 1917 advice was received in Sydney (2nd Military District) that he was missing and advised his family.  Early in August a copy of his service was made for the War Pension Department.  
News was shared in the district in the:


The prisoners of war were marched or taken to Dendermonde, Belgium about 35 miles from their place of capture and then to Dulmen camp.  
On 4 September, 1917 military authorities received advice that he was a prisoner of war.  On 24 September, 1917 the War Office at Alexandra House, Kingsway W.C.2 received a postcard from the prisoner which gave the following details:

A.I.C C2 Casualties Section 
Advice from London was conveyed to the 2nd Military District on 29 September, 1917 that Sapper Bell was now known to be a prisoner in Germany.  The Red Cross Bureau also had a record of this dated 28/9/17 in their file of this postcard being sent but nothing else.  

On 2 October, 1917 the Pension Department advised re-casualty.  The Red Cross records on his card that prisoner was transferred to Hammelburg, Barvaria from Dulmen taken from a postcard received from this man dated 20/9/17.
Military authorities were officially reported to that he was a prisoner of war interned at Gefangenerlager, Limburg, Germany on 16 January, 1918.  The following day next-of-kin were advised that officially now he was a prisoner of war.

Sapper 5437 J. Wiedmer, 2nd Tunnelling Company gave evidence as to Officers or men on missing lists for the British War Office with details as follows on 18 January, 1918:

He was still a prisoner of war until after the Armistice was declared thenwas taken to Calais and crossed the English Channel to Dover on 30 December, 1918 and reported to Headquarters in London on 2 January, 1919.  He was given extended leave until 2 February.  Orders were to report to the No. 1 Command Depot at Sutton Veny on February 3 to await his voyage home.

The Red Cross also recorded on his card he arrived at Dover on 30/12/18 and this was certified by A.I.F. Headquarters on 31/12/18.  

Authorities advised his next-of-kin on 8 January, 1919 that he had returned to England on 30 December, 1918.  Military Authorities in Sydney (2nd M.D.) were advised on January 10.

It was reported he was a patient in Randwick Hospital in the:
In 1930 he was residing at 16 Toxteth Street, Austinmer working as a carrier and this remained the same until his death.
A Statement of his Service was requested by the Sydney Branch of the Repatriation Department from Base Records and sent on 5 May, 1933.

The President of the Austinmer R.S.L. Club wrote to Base Records on 3 March, 1964 making an application for a copy of the discharge of James Foster Bell and would they forward this information on to Mrs McKenzie, 9 Victoria Street, Botany, NSW.  Records replied on 12 March advising that Statements of Service can only be issued to the ex-member or Certifications of Service to the next-of-kin of deceased members.

James Foster Bell passed away in the Repatriation Hospital, Concord, Sydney on 4 June, 1966 at the age of 81 years.  Cremation took place in Eastern Suburbs Crematorium two days later and his ashes were collected by the applicant.

Will you please reply by return mail and let me know that you receive them all safely.  Also, I would be pleased to have the name and address of the boy who has gone on such a brave mission.  I am married and have a daughter aged twelve years, and she is over joyed at receiving a souvenir from the departing soldier.  As you will see, I have kept the Australia badge.  I wish your departed son the very best of luck and speedy return.—Yours sincerely, H. Polkinghorne.

Austinmer people invariably do things well.  This was strikingly exemplified on Anniversary Day, the occasion of the unveiling ceremony of the soldiers’ memorial, the work of which has been consummated as a result of the efforts of a hard working committee.


The memorial is a picturesque one, situated on an eminence near the beach.  The column is 12 feet in height, of polished granite, standing on a foundation of concrete, with a modern drinking fountain nearby.


On the western side is the following inscription: Austinmer War Memorial.  Their named liveth for evermore.  Erected by the people of Austinmer in grateful memory of those who served in the great war, 1914-1918.


The north south and eastern sides bear the names of the following, lettered in gold.  Others: J.F. Bell, H. Bell\\There was an attendance of about 500, including prominent citizens of Sydney and also of this district.


Mr George Wallace expressed pleasure at seeing so many mothers of the brave heroes present.  He explained that Mrs J. Dodds had laid the foundation stone on 2nd January last, and that Mrs J. Bell had placed the records in the cavity on the same occasion.
