FLEMING BROTHERS

SERGEANT CHARLES GLADWIN FLEMING D.C.M.
558 – 2nd Tunnelling Company
Charles Gladwin Fleming was born in Launceston, Tasmania on 17 July, 1891 the son of John and Mary Ann (nee Coates) Fleming.
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He entered his canaries in the Tasmanian Society’s Annual 1906 Show which reported results in the:
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He assisted stallholders in the 1911 Fair reported in the:

In 1915 he was a shearer residing at the Winton Hotel, Winton, Queensland.

He married in Sydney, New South Wales on 4 February, 1916 to Ida Williams Graham.
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At the recruiting depot in Adelaide, South Australia on 16 November, 1916 the twenty-four year old labourer applied to enlist for active service abroad and passed the medical examination.  Described in Attestation forms as being 174cms (5ft 8¼ins) tall, weighing 73kgs (161lbs) with a chest expansion of 90-94cms (35½-37ins) and had a medium complexion with good vision in his brown eyes and dark brown hair.  Distinctive marks were three vaccination scars on his left arm, a scar on his chest and a tattoo on the right upper arm CF.  Religion was Church of England.  Next-of-kin initially nominated was his mother Mrs Mary Ann Fleming of G.P.O. Cressy, Tasmania but later changed to his wife Mrs Ida Williams Fleming of 14 Rosemont Street, Norwood.  He took and signed the Oath of Enlistment the same day.

Basic training commenced with the Mining Corps in No. 2 Company at the same time in Adelaide until transferred to join other recruits from all over Australia at the training camp at Casula, near Liverpool N.S.W. as the Corps was in its establishment phase.  His rank was Sapper with the regimental number 558.  His brother Stanley Fleming was also in the No. 2 Company.
At a civic parade in the Domain, Sydney on Saturday February 19, 1916, a large crowd of relations and friends of the departing Miners lined the four sides of the parade ground.  Sixty police and 100 Garrison Military Police were on hand to keep the crowds within bounds.  The scene was an inspiriting one. On the extreme right flank, facing the saluting base, were companies of the Rifle Club School; next came a detachment of the 4th King’s Shropshire Light Infantry, then the bands of the Light Horse, Liverpool Depot, and the Miners’ on the left, rank upon rank, the Miners’ Battalion.  

The Corps boarded HMAT A38 Ulysses in Sydney, NSW on February 20 and sailed for the European theatre.  Arriving in Melbourne, Victoria on February 22 the Miners camped at Broadmeadows for a stay of 7 days while further cargo was loaded. 

Another parade was held at the Broadmeadows camp on March 1, the Miners’ Corps being inspected by the Governor-General, as Commander-in-Chief of the Commonwealth military forces. 

Leaving Melbourne on March 1, Ulysses arrived at Fremantle, Western Australia on March 7 where a further 53 members were taken on board.  

On Wednesday March 8, 1916 the whole force, with their band and equipment, paraded at Fremantle prior to leaving Victoria Quay at 9.30 o’clock.

The ship hit a reef when leaving Fremantle harbour, stripping the plates for 40 feet and, although there was a gap in the outside plate, the inner bilge plates were not punctured.  The men on board nicknamed her ‘Useless’.  The Miners were off-loaded and sent to the Blackboy Hill Camp where further training was conducted.

The Mining Corps comprised 1303 members at the time they embarked with a Headquarters of 40; No.1 Company – 390; No.2 Company – 380; No.3 Company – 392, and 101 members of the 1st Reinforcements.

Finally departing Fremantle on April 1, Ulysses voyaged via Suez, Port Said and Alexandria in Egypt.  The Captain of the ship was reluctant to take Ulysses out of the Suez Canal because he felt the weight of the ship made it impossible to manoeuvre in the situation of a submarine attack.  
He was promoted to be Corporal on 11 April, 1916 and the following day was to be Sergeant while on the transport.

The troops were transhipped to HM Transport B.1 Ansonia, then on to Valetta, Malta before disembarking at Marseilles, France on May 5, 1916.  As a unit they entrained at Marseilles on May 7 and detrained on May 11 at Hazebrouck.

A ‘Mining Corps’ did not fit in the British Expeditionary Force, and the Corps was disbanded and three Australian Tunnelling Companies were formed.  The Technical Staff of the Corps Headquarters, plus some technically qualified men from the individual companies, was formed into the entirely new Australian Electrical and Mechanical Mining and Boring Company (AEMMBC), better known as the ‘Alphabetical Company’.

His service continued without illness or injury and was issued with Blue Chevrons to wear on his uniform for serving twelve months abroad.

He went sick to the 15th Aust Field Ambulance for a Wasserman test (antibody test for syphilis) on 17 June, 1918 and transferred to the 12th Casualty Clearing Station with N.Y.D. (not diagnosed yet) moving on Ambulance Train no. 9 to Havre entering the 39th General Hospital with a social disease.  After 79 days curative care was discharged to the Aust General Base Depot in Rouelles and re-joined his unit on 14 September, 1918.  
Sergeant Fleming was in charge of work on clearing roads and the following is recorded in the Unit Diary of the 2nd Tunnelling Company:

“3/10/18


Work on roads continued, all reports as to progress of the work and of the Battle very favourable.  For report sent to Controller of Mines, Fourth Army, as to the work of the Company.

For his work Sergeant Fleming was recommended for the Distinguished Conduct Medal with the citation presented for consideration as follows:

Corps Troops Australian Corps

2nd Australian Tunnelling Company, R.E.

On the 3rd and 4th October in the vicinity of ESTREES Sergeant Fleming was in charge of a party working on forward roads.  Knowing that it was important that early reports should be obtained regarding the state of the roads he went forward and made a number of reconnaissances under heavy enemy shell and machine gun fire.  He later took men forward and repaired the roads.  By his coolness and efficient leadership, the work was carried on rapidly, whilst avoiding heavy casualties in the party.   In addition, on 4th October he unloaded an enemy road mine at a spot which was under heavy shell fire.   His courage throughout inspired his men to no small degree.    
Leave to the United Kingdom was granted and taken from 17 October until returning to duty on October 27, 1918.
He was with his unit when Peace was declared and the Tunnelling Companies remained on the front as part of the Army of Occupation assisting with rehabilitation of their district by clearing roads and bridges of booby traps and delayed action mines left by the enemy.

He was awarded the Distinguished Conduct Medal on 12 March, 1919.

On March 13, 1919 he proceeded to England from France disembarking at Southampton and marched in to Aust Service Corps Training camp at Parkhouse to take up Non-Military Employment (NME) for education purposes.  Two days later he went sick to the Convalescent Training camp remaining until 10 June, 1919 then marched out to join No. 2 Group camp at Sutton Veny to await his voyage home.  While there was admitted to the 1st Aust General Hospital on 23 June, 1919 with gastric problems suffering hepatitis until 9 July when discharged to the Training Depot.
After demobilisation Sergeant Fleming embarked for Australia on 23 July, 1919 on board H.T. Suevic.  

Base Records advised his wife at 14 Rosemount Street, Norwood, S.A. on 19 July, 1919 with much pleasure forwarding a copy of the extract from the Second Supplement No. 31225 to the London Gazette dated 11 March, 1919 relating to conspicuous services rendered by her husband as a member of the Australian Imperial Force awarded the Distinguished Conduct Medal for gallantry and distinguished service in the field.

They also advised the above had been promulgated in the Commonwealth of Australia Gazette No. 75 on 17 June, 1919.

Base Records also advised his next-of-kin on 21 August, 1919 that he was on his way home.

The Distinguished Conduct Medal was forwarded to the Commandant 4th Military District on 7 January, 1920 for distribution to him at a convenient time.

His Will was returned to the 4th Military District on 31 January, 1920.

Base Records wrote to his wife at the Norwood address on 26 February, 1920 with pleasure to forward the extract from the Fifth Supplement No. 31668 to the London Gazette relating to conspicuous services rendered by her husband late of the Aust Imperial Force.

AWARDED THE DINTINGUISHED CONDUCT MEDAL

With reference to the announcement of the above award, which appeared in the London Gazette of the 

12th March, 1919 the following is the act of gallantry for which the award was made:

On the 3rd and 4th October in the vicinity of ESTREES Sergeant Fleming was in charge of a party working on forward roads.  Knowing that it was important that early reports should be obtained regarding the state of the roads he went forward and made a number of reconnaissances under heavy enemy shell and machine gun fire.  He, later, took men forward and repaired the roads.  Thanks to him the work was carried on rapidly, with few casualties to the party.

They further advised that the above had been promulgated in the Commonwealth of Australia Gazette no.20 on 19 February, 1920.

For his service for his country Sergeant 558 Charles Gladwin Fleming, 2nd Tunnelling Company was issued with the British War Medal (10053) and the Victory Medal (9989) to wear with his D.C.M. award.

He is mentioned in 1921 in the Geraldton district of Western Australia in the:
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And again in 1931 in the:
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During World War II he re-enlisted from Albany, W.A. on 4 October, 1940 at Claremont, near Perth giving his date of birth as three years younger as 17 July, 1894.  Next-of-kin was his father John Fleming and his service number was W27395. 

The Commonwealth Government Gazette lists military promotions as follows:

In 1943 the Electoral Roll show him at Stirling Terrace, Albany, W.A. with the occupation of agent.
Military Discharge was issued on 14 March, 1944 as Lieutenant with the 29th Garrison Battalion.

He married to Elsie Joan Coxon in a ceremony of marriage (date unknown) in Western Australia.  His residence in Melbourne, Victoria was known as 29 Yamba Street, Clifton Hill in 1947.

Charles Gladwin Fleming died suddenly on 13 November, 1949 at Glenorchy, Hobart aged 58 years.

Cremation took place in the crematorium at Cornelian Bay Cemetery, Hobart.  There does not appear to be any memorial or plaque recorded.
Business for completion of his Estate was advertised in the:

On 9 November, 1949 the Repatriation Commission, Hobart Branch requested a copy of his service record from Base Records and were forwarded as per request.

The Adelaide Branch of the Repatriation Commission requested a copy of his service record which was informed by Base Records on 13 July, 1951 that all documents relating to his service had been forwarded to the District Commandant, Hobart, Tasmania per request of 17 November, 1949.
His brothers also served.

SAPPER STANLEY FLEMING
559 – 2nd Tunnelling Company

Born Irvine Stanley Fleming on 8 September, 1888 at Oatlands, Tasmania he was the son of John Clayton and Mary Ann (nee Coates) Fleming.   Stanley went to South Australia where he married on 15 February, 1912 to Iris Alice Ionie Fennell with their union registered at Hindmarsh, S.A.
In the Tasmanian Police Gazette, he applied and was accepted as Constable No.565 Irvine Stanley Fleming being on probation at Hobart from the 17th December, 1913.  A year later in 1914 their residence was listed as Creekton, Cressy, Tasmania with the occupation of labourer and by 1915 they had returned to Narracoorte, South Australia.
Stan applied to enlist at Narracoorte recruiting office on 11 October, 1915 and passed the preliminary medical examination.  Acknowledgement to the volunteer was published in the:

At the recruiting depot in Adelaide (4th Military District) the twenty-seven year old married labourer and miner applied to enlist for active service abroad passing his medical examination.  Forms of Attestation were completed and describe him as 177cms (5ft 9½ins) tall, weighing 74kgs (164lbs) with a chest expansion of 99-102cms (38½-41ins) and had a dark complexion and dark hair and his brown eyes passed the eye test with good vision.  Distinctive mark was a vaccination scar on his left arm.  Church of England was his religion.  
Next-of-kin nominated was his wife Alice Fleming of Narracoorte, S.A. and allotted three-fifths of his pay in support of her and their child.  The Oath of Enlistment was signed and taken the same day.
Basic training commenced with E Coy, 2nd Depot Battalion from 16 October until October 31 and allotted the next day to the No. 2 Company of Miners’ Corps.  The recruits were transferred to Casula camp, near Liverpool, New South Wales where they joined other volunteers from all around Australia for training for the Miners’ Corps.  
His rank was Sapper with the regimental number 559 and remained with No. 2 Company serving with his brother Charles Gladwin Fleming.

At a civic parade in the Domain, Sydney on Saturday February 19, 1916, a large crowd of relations and friends of the departing Miners lined the four sides of the parade ground.  Sixty police and 100 Garrison Military Police were on hand to keep the crowds within bounds.

The No. 2 Company was officially transferred to the 2nd Tunnelling Company in the field on 29 December, 1916.

The 2nd Tunnelling was selected to work in the sand dunes at Nieuport-Bains on the Belgian Coast.  In the Unit Diary of the Company the following was recorded:

He was wounded in action on 12 January, 1918 suffering a simple fracture of his left tibia and taken to the 149th Field Ambulance then moved to the 21st Casualty Clearing Station.  He entered the 16th General Hospital at Le Treport on January 16 being transported by Ambulance Train no.2.  Base Records advised his wife on January 24 he had been wounded.

On January 25 left there to be invalided to England on the hospital ship Grantilly Castle three days later being admitted the next day to the 15th Canadian Temporary Hospital at Taplow, Buckinghamshire for further treatment of fractured left tibia.  News of his wounding was reported in the:

His wife was notified by Base Records on February 6 that he had been transferred to a hospital in England.

His name was listed among those in the Casualty List appearing in the:


He was transferred to the 3rd Aust Auxiliary Hospital in Dartford on 26 April, 1918 and discharged to the No. 2 Command Depot at Weymouth on May 2.

Sapper Fleming embarked for a change to Australia due to fractured left tibia and fibula on 17 June, 1918 from London on board H.T. Matatua.  Base Records advised his wife on 8 July that he was returning home.
His name appeared in the list of soldiers’ returning published in the:

The transport docked in Sydney (2nd Military District) and he would have appeared before the disembarkation medical board there before the South Australian invalids boarded a train for Adelaide.

News of their arrival was announced in the:


A Memo was sent from Victoria Barracks, Sydney dated 27 September, 1918 to Base Records that Sapper S. Fleming had arrived per HMAT Matatua and discharge inconsequence of medical unfitness on 8 October, 1918.  Military Discharge was issued in Sydney (2nd M.D) on 8 October, 1918 as medically unfit.
The British War Medal (33170) and the Victory Medal (32755) were issued for serving his country to Sapper 559 Stanley Fleming, 2nd Tunnelling Company.

From 1930 onward they are listed at Central Lansdowne, New South Wales with his occupation as a farmer.

The following was reported in the:


The Sydney Branch of the Repatriation Commission requested a copy of his Service Records from Base Records which were forwarded on 24 October, 1939.

Irvine Stanley Fleming passed away on 16 June, 1961 aged 73 years at Lansdowne, NSW.  Interment was in the Anglican portion of Lansdowne General Cemetery.
On 27 November, 1961 the Sydney Branch of the Repatriation Department again requested medical and service documents from Base Records as a claim for benefits had been made.
His wife died on 9 October, 1964 aged 73 years and buried in the same cemetery.

SAPPER JACK FLEMING

3840 – 2nd Tunnelling Company

Jack Fleming was born in Tunbridge, Tasmania on 22 March, 1886 the son of John and Mary Ann (nee Coates) Fleming.  He married in 1905 at Oatlands, Tasmania to Elizabeth French.  Later they relocated to Melbourne, Victoria where from 1912 their residence was at 43 University Road, Carlton with his occupation as an engine-driver.

At the recruiting depot in Melbourne on 16 February, 1916 the twenty-nine year old miner applied to enlist for active service abroad and passed the medical examination.  Attestation forms were completed describing him as 177cms (5ft 9¾ins) tall, weighing 68kgs (150lbs) with a chest expansion of 87-97cms (34-38ins) and had a medium complexion with brown eyes and brown hair.  Distinctive marks were three vaccination scars on his left arm, three tattoos on his left forearm and one on the upper arm and one on his right forearm and a quantity of acid scars on the left arm.  Religion was Church of England.  Next-of-kin nominated was his wife Mrs Elizabeth Fleming of 26 Harris Street, North Melbourne and allotted three-fifths of his pay in support of her and their children.  The Oath of Enlistment was signed and taken the same day.

Basic training commenced with B Company at Mitcham camp, Adelaide until March 16 when allotted to the No. 5 Tunnelling Company at Broadmeadows camp, Melbourne.

Recruits forming part of the No. 4 Tunnelling Company embarked from Brisbane, Qld early in May, 1916 aboard HMAT A69 Warilda for Sydney, NSW.  Six officers and 152 other ranks together with the 1st Reinforcements of fifteen other ranks made up the two sections.

At Rosebery Park, Sydney, NSW they joined their Headquarters and two sections (8 officers & 153 O.Rs.) plus 1st Reinforcements consisting of one officer and seventeen other ranks for final training.   

The 7713-ton transport departed Sydney, NSW on May 22, 1916 and collected in Melbourne, Victoria the No. 5 Company recruited from Victoria, South Aust. & Tasmania made up of Headquarters and 2 Sections (8 officers & 173 men) (3 M.D.). 1 Section from Tasmania (3 officers & 76 O.Rs); also 1st Reinforcements for No. 5 Company (17 men from Vic. & 8 men Tas.)  

His rank was Sapper with the regimental number 3840.

The Warilda departed on May 25, 1916 for Adelaide, S.A. to collect one Section of 3 officers & 76 O.Rs with 1st Reinforcements of 8 O.Rs. 

Docking at Fremantle, W.A. on June 1, 1916 added No. 6 Company recruited from W.A. of 14 officers and 325 O.Rs along with 1st Reinforcements of 1 Officer & 32 O.Rs departing the same day. 

Durban, South Africa was reached on June 16, 1916 and Cape Town on June 21, 1916 while St Vincent completed the African ports of call on July 7, 1916.  Discipline was fairly good except at intermediate ports where Away without Leave caused concern.  The fifty-eight-day voyage experienced remarkable pleasant weather terminating at Plymouth, England on July 18, 1916.  Four, Five and Six Companies comprising of 1064 officers and other ranks were detrained to Amesbury and Tidworth to begin training for the front at Perham Down’s camp.

The Reinforcements proceeded to France on 28 August, 1916 arriving a day later at the 2nd Aust Divisional Base Depot and he was assigned on 25 September to the No. 2 Tunnelling Company and taken on strength four days later.  He joined both his brothers Charles and Stanley in the same company.
Blue Chevrons were issued to wear on his uniform for serving twelve months abroad.

The 2nd Tunnelling was selected to work in the sand dunes at Nieuport-Bains on the Belgian Coast.  In the Unit Diary of the Company the following was recorded:

His service continued without illness or injury and was counted in an audit of the company to be still serving on 16 July, 1918.

His second leave commenced on 23 September and re-joined his unit on 11 October, 1918.

He went sick on 7 November, 1918 to the 2nd Canadian General Hospital for a Wassermann test (antibody test for syphilis) and the following day transferred to the 39th General Hospital in Havre N.Y.D. (not diagnosed yet).

He was there when Peace was declared and the Tunnelling Companies remained on the front as part of the Army of Occupation assisting with the rehabilitation of their area by clearing roads and bridges of booby traps and delayed action mines left by the enemy. 
He was invalided to England on 15 January, 1919 entering the 1st Aust Dermatological Hospital at Bulford where he was treated for a social disease.  After 105 days curative care was discharged on 19 February, 1919 to the Convalescent Training Brigade at Parkhouse.  Marched out on 28 February to the No. 1 Command Depot at Sutton Veny to await his voyage home.

After demobilisation Sapper Fleming embarked for Australia on board H.T. Warwickshire.  Base Records advised his wife on 1 May that he was on his way home.  
He was admitted to the ship’s hospital on 8 April with bronchitis and discharged to duty three days later.

His name was among those soldiers returning listed in the:


The transport docked in Melbourne (3rd Military District) on 28 May, 1919.  Their arrival was covered in the:

Miss Myrtle Gollop, care of Miss E. Bennett’s room, care of Leonard Kamskyes, 114 Flinders Street, Melbourne wrote to Base Records on 9 July, 1919 requesting the address of a soldier on hospital treatment.  She had some important news for him and had lost his address and therefore would find it impossible to see him.  If it would not inconvenience them could they be so kind as to let her know as their earliest convenience.  
Base Records replied on July 14 that he returned on 28 May, 1919 and recorded his address on disembarkation as 162 Stanley Street, West Melbourne, Vic.

Military Discharge was issued in Melbourne (3rd M.D.) on 15 November, 1919 as medically unfit.

The British War Medal (45409) and the Victory Medal (44637) were issued to Sapper 3840 Jack Fleming, 2nd Tunnelling Company for serving his country.

The War Medal was collected from Victoria Barracks, Melbourne on 18 May, 1921 and the Victory Medal on the 14 August, 1922. 

Their address from 1921 to 1925 was listed at 159 Capel Street, North Melbourne working as a labourer.  It changed to 35 De Graves Street, Melbourne in 1927 and by 1934 their residence was at 160 Gatehouse Street, Parkville with the same occupation.

A Statement of his Service was issued from Base Records on 4 November, 1926 to the Dept. of Repatriation as per their request.

Jack Fleming passed away on 31 August, 1964 aged 78 years with interment taking place on 2 September in the Roman Catholic portion of Melbourne General Cemetery within compartment XX in grave no. 16.

His grave is marked with a Commonwealth War Grave and plaque.

HOME AGAIN – SUEVIC MEN LANDED


The White Star liner Suevic, carrying approximately 1400 Australian troops, arrived at the Semaphore Anchorage on Saturday evening.  The South Australian quota, to the number of 93 of all ranks were supposed to disembark at 11 a.m. but they were not landed until shortly after 4 p.m. on Sunday.  This was caused by weather conditions.  A gale was blowing outside and with the heavy seas that were running the Captain decided that it was not safe to take his ship, which was flying light, and alongside and the wind and sea subsided.  One attempt was made to get the vessel in but had to be turned out again.  The people on the wharf had a long and cold wait.  They arrived at the Harbour shortly before 11 a.m. and had to wait until the boat arrived 5½ hours later.  The kiosk ran out of supplies in a very short time, and after that people fell back on the Y.M.C.A. and the Semaphore Cheer-up Society, who provided them with refreshments in the sheds.  The men on the vessel took the delay well and one was heard to remark: “Oh well, they’ll love us all the better for waiting but I bet they are cursing the military.”  The men were accorded a hearty welcome. VICTORIAN SOLDIERS WELCOMED


Most of the troops who arrived by the s.s. Warwickshire yesterday wore upon their sleeves several chevrons denoting long service.  When the original party left France in January it numbered over 1,000 and the men were informed that they were to proceed immediately to Australia. Delays occurred in England, however, owing to the shortage of shipping and an outbreak of influenza, and it was not until early in April that the remnants of the original party embarked.





The men were satisfied with the treatment received during the voyage to Australia and appeared to be in excellent health and spirits.  The Victorians, numbering 300, were welcomed at the A.I.F. depot in Sturt street by their relatives and after examination were permitted to leave for their homes.  The Tasmanians were taken to the Domain camp.
