SAPPER WALTER AMBROSE GOOD
5990 – Tunnelling Details
Rochester, Victoria was stated to be the birthplace of Walter Ambrose Good in 1878 the son of Henry and Eliza Anne (nee Dobson) Good.  In 1915 he was listed at Cloncurry, Queensland working as a labourer.
At the recruiting depot (reported to be Rockhampton) early in February, 1916 the thirty-nine-year-old labourer applied to enlist for active service abroad.  Forms were completed and sworn in on 2 February, 1916 and left for Enoggera Camp, Brisbane where basic training commenced from 8 February, 1916 with the 11th Depot Battalion then moved to the 20th Reinforcements to the 9th Battalion until 1 September.  He was then allotted to the Miners’ Depot (1st Military District).
On 15 September, 1916 his original Attestation Forms were deemed lost therefore was re-attested, passing the medical re-examination.  Described as 183cms (6ft) tall, weighing 79.5kgs (175lbs) with a chest expansion of 92-99cms (36-39ins) and had a sallow complexion with blue eyes and brown hair.  Religion was Church of England.  Next-of-kin nominated was his sister Mrs Elizabeth Grant of 99 Hotham Street, East Melbourne, Vic.  He signed and re-took the Oath of Allegiance on September 25.

He requested that his Final Home Leave be granted to his home State of Victoria (3rd Military District) and not return to Queensland (1st) or New South Wales (2nd).

On 14 October, 1916 was transferred for further instruction at their training camp at Seymour, Victoria and quickly placed with the December, 1916 Reinforcements to the Tunnelling Companies with the rank of Sapper with the regimental number 5990.

The 516 Reinforcements departed Melbourne, Victoria on October 25, 1916 at 1.30pm aboard the transport HMAT A38 Ulysses.  The Australian coastline disappeared from view on October 30, 1916 with the port of Durban reached at 11.30am on November 13, 1916.  Windy weather was experienced going around the Cape and arrived at Cape Town at 7am on November 19.  Sierra Leone was the next port of call but their departure was delayed until December 14, 1916 as it was not safe to proceed further.  Arrived at Plymouth, England on December 28, 1916 after 65 days at sea, with the troops disembarking at 1.30pm and detrained to the station at Tidworth and marched in to Perham Downs the following day for further training for the front at the Aust. Details Camp.  He did not proceed to France with the Reinforcements on 29 January, 1917 and remained at the Details Camp possibly due to illness.
He proceeded to France from Folkstone on 11 April, 1917 on the transport S.S. Onward arriving at the Aust General Base Depot at Etaples the next day.   He went before the Medical Board and classed with debility and to return to England for Permanent Base Duty, and transferred on 3 May arriving the next day from Headquarters, London at the No.2 Command Depot at Weymouth.  

He marched out on 20 May, 1917 to embark for Home Service in Australia due to chronic synovitis right knee (tissue lining lubricates certain joints during movement becomes inflamed) and boarded at Plymouth, England the transport H.T. Ayrshire on May 25 for the voyage home.
Base Records advised his sister on 14 June he was on his way home.

The transport docked in Sydney (2nd M.D.) on 19 July, 1917.  News of their arrival was reported in the:

It appears that he did not return to Queensland and went to Melbourne, Vic.
Military Discharge was issued in Melbourne (3rd M.D.) on 28 August, 1917.

Sapper 5990 Walter Ambrose Good, Tunnelling Company Details was issued for serving his country with the British War Medal (59347) and the Victory Medal (57744).

These medals were not collected at the designated barracks and were returned on 10 May, 1923 to the Medals Section at Base Records.  A letter to him care of the last known address of his sister at 99 Hotham Street, East Melbourne was sent on 4 September, 1923 but was returned unclaimed marked “not known at this address”.  After a check to secure his current address with Records a letter was forwarded to him care of Post Office, Perth, W.A. but this too was returned to Base Records unclaimed on 20 August, 1924.

In 1925 he is listed in the Electoral Roll at Howatharra, W.A. working as a labourer.  He was a prospector at Kathleen Valley in 1935 where his application for a Mining Lease was advertised in the:
He was called as a witness to the Warden’s Court in 1936 with the proceedings published in the:



A further application for a Mining Lease was advertised in the:
The Perth Branch of the Repatriation Commission requested from Base Records a copy of his service which was forwarded on 31 March, 1938.
His address in 1943 was still at Kathleen Valley working as a prospector and by 1954 he was listed at Lawlers with no occupation.

Walter Ambrose Good, late of Claremont, Perth, passed away on 28 June, 1954 aged 76 years.

YELLOW ASTOR CASE


Matthew Price and W.R. Robinson applied for the forfeiture of G.M.L. 1243 (Yellow Astor) held by J.J. Currie, at Kathleen Valley.  Matthew Price swore he spent all day on March 11, 12 and 13 on the lease, and saw no one about.  There were no signs of recent work, and the area had every indication of being abandoned.


Richard Robinson gave corroborative evidence. They arrived on the lease before 8 a.m. on March 11 and saw no one for three days.								


J.D. McGowan, part owner of an adjoining lease said the Yellow Astor had not been genuinely worked for 2 years.  A small crushing had been taken out 18 months ago.  Mr Currie has gone to the show on occasions.


To Mr Burgess: I did not know the lease was under option.


Walter Ambrose Good gave evidence of a like nature.

The Bench: Mr Currie has held this ground a long time and done much work.  The evidence regarding March 11, 12 and 13 is conflicting.  It is possible the lot were there and did not see each other.
