ERNEST PHILIP HARGRAVES
Lieutenant – 2nd Tunnelling Company
Ernest Philip Hargraves was born in Auckland, Northland, New Zealand on 23 August, 1877 the son of Charles D. and Isabella Jane (nee King) Hargraves.  He stated he was educated at the Church of England Grammar School, Auckland and Waimate North Public School.  About 1896 the nineteen-year-old was employed in the assay and bullion department of the Waihi Gold Mining Company Ltd.  A year later the Waihi School of Mines opened on 1 July, 1897 and gained his N.Z. Government Battery Superintendent’s Certificate and later passed the School of Mines examination in assaying allowing him to work as the gold mining company’s battery superintendent and in charge of the cyanide processing.  Although he took subjects of metallurgy, mineralogy and chemistry he was unable to complete the course at the School of Mines.  Also in July, 1896 he was elected to the Sporting Committee of Waihi Athletic Club at a meeting at the Travis Hotel.

He went to the goldfields of Western Australia and worked as an assayer at the South Kalgurli mine moving to the New Standard Exploration Corporation’s Paddington mine as a metallurgist and assayer then to the Kalgoorlie Amalgamated Limited about 1903.  During this time, he visited Perth where the following was reported in the:

Sometime during 1903 he was employed as foreman of the cyanide plant with the Golden Links Eclipse Mine and a year later was metallurgist in charge of Peak Hill Goldfield Limited where he remained to 1907.  While there the following appeared in the:

He was listed as a passenger to Fremantle from London arriving on October 25, 1906 with their arrival reported in the:

He married in 1907 possibly in Melbourne, Victoria to Cornelia Eleanore Wheeler and a year later the following was announced in the:


He applied for a Gold Assayer’s Licence which was advertised in the:

In 1910 he is listed at Wiluna, W.A. as a metallurgist and later at corner North Road and St Kilda Road, South Elsternwick, V. as a mining engineer.  He applied for a Gold Mining Lease in Charters Towers, Queensland in 1910 with the recommendation reported in the:
He investigated a new gold extraction process which was continued by Mr F.H. Davis at the same business address he worked from and was reported in the:

A consulting partnership formed with Henry James Daggar which was advertised in the:

Three years later the partnership was dissolved with the winding-up published in the:

He was an Associate Member of the Australian Institute of Mining Engineers from 1903 with their list of members printed in their Journal as follows:

At the recruiting depot in Melbourne (3rd Military District) on 3 May, 1916 the married thirty-eight-year-old consulting mining engineer applied to enlist for active service abroad and passed the preliminary medical examination.  Personal particulars taken were his height of 197cms (6ft 5½ins) and postal address was 360 Collins Street, Melbourne, Vic and had spent twelve months with the City of Melbourne Rifle Club.  Declared fit his application was accepted by the recruiting officer.
Attestation forms were completed describing him further weighing 76.8kgs (169lbs) with a chest expansion of 92-98cms (35-38½ins) having a medium complexion with blue eyes and black hair.  Religious faith was Church of England.  Distinctive marks were four vaccination scars on his left arm with two moles in the small of his back, one on his abdomen and left armpit.  A notation for the medical board was “varicose veins.”  Next-of-kin nominated was his wife Cornelia Eleanor Hargreaves of Mandeville Hall, Glendon Road, Toorak, Vic and later care of Mrs Inglis, “Yarrabee”, Grange Road, Toorak and allotted three-fifths of his pay in support of her and their child.  The Oath of Allegiance was taken and signed on 18 May.
Acknowledgement to the new recruit was re-printed in the:
On 31 May, 1916 was to be Corporal and later Sergeant when attending the Engineer Officers Training School at Moore Park, Sydney until 18 September, 1916 passing the examination.  He applied for a Commission with the A.I.F. and transferred to the Reinforcements to the Tunnelling Companies at their training camp at Seymour, Vic on September 20.  On 15 October was to be Second Lieutenant which was announced in the: 

This news was made public in the:

His name was among members of the Institute of Mining Engineers acknowledged for volunteering in their journal as: 

The 516 Reinforcements departed Melbourne, Victoria on October 25, 1916 at 1.30pm aboard the transport HMAT A38 Ulysses.  The Australian coastline disappeared from view on October 30, 1916 with the port of Durban reached at 11.30am on November 13, 1916.  Windy weather was experienced going around the Cape and arrived at Cape Town at 7am on November 19.  Sierra Leone was the next port of call but their departure was delayed until December 14, 1916 as it was not safe to proceed further.  Arrived at Plymouth, England on December 28, 1916 after 65 days at sea, with the troops disembarking at 1.30pm and detrained to the station at Tidworth and marched in to Perham Downs the following day for further training for the front at the Aust. Details Camp while he went to the A.I.F. Depots in UK at Tidworth.

On 28 January, 1917 he left there proceeding on the transport S.S. Onward from Folkstone to France arriving at the Aust General Base Depot in Etaples the next day.  Marched out on 11 February, 1917 to join the 2nd Tunnelling Company and taken on strength the following day. 
The 2nd Tunnelling Company was chosen to work in a small area of the British held sand dune beyond the Yser and about June, 1917 moved their Unit Headquarters to be stationed at Coxyde Bains on the South Coast of Belgium.

THE AFFAIR AT NIEUPORT BAINS
The dune area at Nieuport Bains on the Belgium Coast was chosen by the British Army to undermine the German a strongpoint in the dune area.  The Company was camped on the outside of town working in the Nieuport Bains sector on the extreme left of the British line.  The 1st (Imperial) Division held the line from 1st to 18th July, 1917 then was relieved by the 60th Division for the rest of the month.

The 2nd Tunnelling Company carried out the undermentioned work there:

The following is an extract from the Unit Diary of No. 2 Tunnelling Coy:

“10 July, 1917

The extreme left of the British front line was at this time about 600 yards in advance of the River Yser, and consisted of a series of posts in the Dunes, and on the beach.  The Reserve line, Battalion Head Qtrs, and the billets of this unit were on the Western side of the river, and connected to the frontline system, by three pontoon bridges.  About 8 am the enemy opened up a heavy bombardment on these bridges and by 2 pm they were destroyed, the result being that all men on the Eastern side of the river were cut off.  These included 2/Lt W.M. MORTENSON and 2/Lt E.P. HARGRAVES, 47 Tunnellers and 47 attached infantry, 1 Battalion Kings Royal Rifles Corps, and 1 Battalion 1st Gloucester Regiment, with technical arms.

Throughout the day the enemy kept up an intense and destructive bombardment on NIEUPORT BAINS.

As nearly as can be estimated, at about 7 pm the enemy attacked and killed or took prisoner all on that side of the river, with the exception of a few Officers and men who swam across.”
Extract from Unit Diary No 2 Tunnelling Coy

Public Record Office, London

Ref: WO 95 / 490
The Unit Diary also records this extract:
The following members of this Company escaped.  2/Lt E.P. HARGRAVES.  He remained on enemy side dressing wounded men and destroying papers in Company Headquarters, until the last moment, then swam across at 9 pm.  No. 2432 Sapper James O’CONNELL was in the Company cook house near the front line, when the enemy advanced.  He retreated bombing until he reached the canal bank, when he was shot in the head by a rifle bullet.  He fell into the canal but managed to drag himself out and get a further supply of bombs, from a dugout nearby, and again made a determined stand.  After a time he was severely burnt with a flammenwerfer and again fell into the canal where he remained for about half an hour.  He then got out and crept down to a dugout where his wounds were dressed by 2/Lt HARGRAVES, E.P.  On the situation being explained to him, that it was necessary to either swim for the other side or be taken prisoner, he elected to try to swim.  Although severely wounded and burnt he succeeded in reaching the other bank.  Just as he was getting out of the water he heard a cry for help from the middle of the canal, without hesitation he plunged in again and succeeded in reaching the soldier who could not swim.  On reaching the bank he collapsed, and was taken to the dressing station.  He has been recommended for the VC.  (Later awarded the D.C.M.)

No. 2441 Sapper BOURKE, F. and No. 2442 Sapper COADE, J. crossed the river about the same time also.  Finding a number of non-swimmers on the enemy side they procured a rope and swam across with it, and remained holding it taut until all present had safely crossed.  They were later awarded the Military Medal.

Sapper P. Minogue was captured and in his Statement on Repatriation as a Prisoner of War imparts further information before being taken prisoner:
“February 20, 1918

We Australian Tunnellers arrived in the Nieuport Sector from the Ypres Sector about June 1917.  We were making saps in the front line and building dugouts behind.  There were three shifts of us employed – about 30 men to a shift.  With others I was captured during the course of the German counter-attack on July 10.

It was about 7 o’clock in the evening when the Germans actually came over.  There was a canal behind us crossed by pontoon-bridges.  It was that part of the canal just near its entrance to the sea.  Before they came over to us the Germans had already shelled and destroyed these pontoon-bridges.  The Germans who took us prisoners came across from in front of us, though I afterwards learned that there were Germans behind us when we were taken.  We were all armed, each carrying rifle and bayonet and 60 rounds of ammunition.  There had been a heavy enemy barrage in front of us.  It lifted, and when we came out of the sap to see what was doing we found ourselves confronted by a body of German soldiers.  They immediately opened on us with hand-grenades, I was not hurt, nor do I know of any of our chaps that were hurt by these first bombs.  I opened fire on the enemy with my rifle; we had no bombs.  The Germans replied with hand-grenades.           

One bomb burst on my thigh, severely shattering it.  I was badly wounded in abdomen, my left ankle stopped a machine gun bullet, I was struck in the left arm by a revolver bullet, though the latter was not a wound of any consequence.  Anyhow my “issue” was a pretty substantial “poultice”.  They had bropped me pretty heavy and I was completely out of action.  The land was an area of sandy hillocks and I crawled into one of the hollows.  I lay there till after-dark — about three hours, when some Germans came along and I was a prisoner.”
A few weeks later on 29 July, 1917 2nd Lieutenant was wounded in action and admitted to the 1st Canadian Casualty Clearing Station with a gunshot wound but a later entry stated gassed by shell attack and conveyed on Ambulance Train no.23 to Le Treport and admitted to the 10th British Red Cross Hospital.  Due to being invalided from duty was placed on Seconded List.
The Unit Diary recorded the following:

“29 July 1917

2nd Lieut. E.P. HARGRAVES was wounded in action (Gassed).”
He was invalided to England on 1 August, 1917 on the hospital ship St David entering the 3rd London General Hospital on 3 August for treatment of shell gas poisoning (slight).  On 4 September, 1917 was discharged to the No. 1 Command Depot at Perham Downs and three days later sent to the No. 2 Command Depot at Weymouth.
His name appeared in the Casualty List appearing in the:
He was placed on the Supernumerary List on 24 September, 1917.
His appointment to be Lieutenant was granted on 13 August, 1917 and announced in the Commonwealth of Australia Gazette as follows:

On 25 March, 1918 at the Medical Board, Tidworth, Lieutenant was found permanently unfit for all services and go before a further Medical Board in London on 1 April, 1918.  The next day was to report to the No. 2 Command Depot at Weymouth to await embarkation.  Leave was granted until 4 April then report to Weymouth.
In the Institute of Mining Engineers Journal of 31 March, 1918, the following was recorded: 

Lieutenant Hargraves embarked for Australia on 15 April, 1918 on H.T. Marathon due to varicose veins right leg and fibrosis lung (Scar or fibrous tissue in Lungs).  He was struck off strength.  Base Records advised his wife on 28 April he was returning home.
News of their impending arrival was published in the:


The transport docked in Melbourne (3rd M.D.) on 12 June, 1918.
Headquarters, Melbourne advised Base Records sent them details of his return and termination dates etc.
His appointment was terminated on 20 July, 1918 due to shell gas poisoning.

He became a full member of the Institute of Mining Engineers reported to members in their Journal in 1919 as follows:

Mrs C.E. Hargraves wrote to Base Records from Park Mansion, Park Street, South Yarra on 24 September, 1919 stating that a paper came for her husband stating war service but he was not in Australian at present following the medical advice of his medical man, he went to the East before the winter.  She would forward the paper to him and ask him to return it by the first mail.

He continued his consulting mining engineer career to Mr J.B. David in Malaya and Singapore and was managing director of Malayan Mining and General Agency Pty Ltd from 1919 to 1933.

In 1921 the Institute of Mining and Metallurgy advised the addresses of their members with his listed as:
He is mentioned in the Official History of World War I by C.E.W. Bean with the following extract from the section - The Affair at Nieuport:
Their rifles had been destroyed and most of the infantrymen decided to surrender, but the four Australian and two of their British comrades asked the other to give them ten minutes’ start before putting up the white flag.  Though they were bombed by the Germans and Birrell was wounded, the six reached the river, but Germans followed them and having no weapons, they were captured.  Of 50 tunnellers beyond the river, only Lieutenant Hargreaves and the three men already mentioned escaped.

Lieut. E.P. Hargraves 2nd Tun Coy consulting mining engineer of Melbourne b. Auckland N.Z. 23 Aug 1877.

The British War Medal (58840) and the Victory Medal (57331) were issued to Lieutenant Ernest Philip Hargraves, 2nd Tunnelling Company for service his country.  Both medals were forwarded to him by registered post and receipt of delivery signed on 7 May, 1923.

A snippet of social news was reported in the:

A correction of a 1921 Minute appeared in the:

He is listed in the Register of Tunnelling Company Officers’ Roll of Honour in 1925 under Australian Engineers as Hargraves E.P. Lieut. 2 Coy, 6 & 8 D’Almeida Street, Singapore, Straits Settlements and in their Topographical Index under Malay States – Hargraves, E.P.
He wrote to Base Records on 20 July, 1931 from his Singapore address requesting if they would be good enough to send him a copy of his record of services as he did not think he ever received his Officer’s Record of Service.  There was a discrepancy between the dates of his Imperial Commission and the Australian Commission.  The date of his Imperial Commission was 15 October, 1916 which was correct.  The date of his Australian Commission was given as 13 August, 1917 which he said was incorrect.  He was commissioned in October, 1916 before he left for overseas and appointed to the 2nd Tunnelling Company as 2nd Lieutenant and promoted Lieutenant in August, 1917.  The number of his Australian Commission was Register of Patents No. 48 Page 43.  
He was at present on the Retired List.  Would they please send him copies of his Record of Service and other papers and he would be greatly obliged?  
Base Records replied on 31 August, 1931 and advised that the only statement permissible to issue to ex-members of the A.I.F. was from records in their office which disclosed his appointment date 15/10/16 and promoted to Lieutenant on 13/8/17.

The engagement of his daughter was announced in the:

From 1933 he took charge of the mining department at Sime, Darby and Co. Ltd for a year.  During the ensuing period he was connected with Renong Tin Dredging Co., Kuala Lumpur Tin Dredging Co., Puket Tin Dredging Co., Kuchai Tin Dredging Co., Penawat Tin Dredging Co., Malaya Consolidated Tin Dredging Co., and Changkat Tin Dredging Co.  The last four companies merged under the management of the Anglo-Oriental (Malaya) Ltd in 1934 and Hargraves joined their staff but retired in 1936.
The marriage of his daughter in Singapore was reported in the:


He continued with his consulting business in Malay States up to the Second World War with the following reported in 1941 in the:

He then returned to Melbourne with the following made known in the:

In 1943 their address was 151 Fitzroy Street, St Kilda West working as an engineer.
He returned to Malaya after the war about 1946 and was with a group of engineers returning from Scotland to Malaya departing on 26 February, 1946 on the Nederland Royal Dutch liner Nieuw Holland under Captain Vilet Don De.  
Mr Hargraves (66) consultant after staying at Great Eastern Hotel.
He was consulting engineer on the Moolyella Tin Development with the following advertised in the:
On 13 April, 1950 Mr Hargraves (62) was a First-Class passenger from England to Melbourne on the P. & O. liner Strathnaver under Captain J.C. Mellonie.  Last address was care of Union Bank of Australia, 71 Cornhill E.C.3
In 1952 his address was 21 Wyatt Close, Ealing, England working as an engineer.

His wife Cornelia passed away at St Kilda, Melbourne in 1953.  Business in connection with her estate was announced in the:


The Melbourne Branch of the Repatriation Commission requested a copy of his service records from Base Records which were forwarded on 30 December, 1953.
Ernest Philip Hargraves died on 2 October, 1956 aged 79 years in Kensington, London, England.  
Cremation took place on 5 October, 1956 at Kensington and Chelsea crematorium Middlesex, England.
