SAPPER HARRY HAYNES
Sapper 7505 Reinforcements Tunnelling Companies / Private – 2nd Aust Casualty Clearing Station
West Groton, Manchester, Lancashire, England was the birthplace of Harry Haynes on 15 August, 1894 the son of Thomas (died 1920) and Eva (nee Wych) Haynes.  In 1901 the family were residents at Macclesfield, Lancashire.
A decade later they were living in a six-roomed house at 19 Cumberland Street, Macclesfield and citizens of the household were Thomas (43) railway signalman, Eva (47), Bertha (20) silk mill, Harry (16) embroiderer silk mill, Hilda (14) embroiderer, Elizabeth (12), Walter (9), Thomas (7) and William Herbert (5).

Harry left Cheshire as a seventeen-year-old from London on the liner Rimutaka and arrived in Brisbane, Queensland on 26 March, 1912.

In 1916 he is listed at the University Brisbane working as an assistant in biology and was boarding with Mrs Hobson in Park Road, Wooloowin, Brisbane. 
He had previously applied for active service abroad but was rejected for not being the standard height required by the military.

On 18 April, 1917 he went before Captain Cummins (medical officer) who rejected him due to being only 150cms (4ft 11ins) tall, but referred him to Medical Officer who accepted him and signed the form.
He applied at the recruiting depot in Brisbane on 28 April, 1917 and passed the preliminary medical examination with personal particulars of his address at University Brisbane and occupation of assistant in biology.  Declared fit his application was accepted by the recruiting officer.

Attestation forms describe him further weighing 44.5kgs (98lbs) with a chest expansion of 74-82cms (29-33ins) and had a dark complexion with good vision in his brown eyes and hair was dark.  Distinctive marks were three vaccination scars on his left arm.  Church of England was his religious faith.  Next-of-kin nominated was his father Thomas Haynes of 19 Cumberland Street, Macclesfield, Cheshire, England.  The Oath of Enlistment was taken and signed the same day.
Acknowledgment to the new recruits was published in the:


He was unallotted for training until 3 May, 1917 when placed with the Miners’ Corps (1st Military District) during which he took final home leave from 28-30th May.  He was transferred to their training camp in Seymour, Victoria joining B Coy on 7 June, 1917 for further instruction to 5 August, 1917 then assigned with the April, 1917 Reinforcements to the Tunnelling Companies.  Military authorities noted his Will had been lodged with his mother Eva Haynes of 19 Cumberland Street, Macclesfield, Cheshire.  His rank was Sapper with the regimental number 7505.
The April Reinforcements consisted of 168 members who embarked on the troopship HMAT A68 Anchises on August 8, 1917 from Sydney, NSW.  Colds and influenza were prevalent at the commencement of the voyage.   Crossing the Pacific Ocean the vessel arrived at Colon, Panama on September 2, 1917 departing six days later.  Halifax, Nova Scotia was reached on the 18th and after three days in port departed on September 21, 1917.  
The final journey to England was completed after a 55-day voyage when they docked at Liverpool on October 2, 1917.  The troops were detrained to Tidworth.  The following day they arrived at Nos 1 and 3 Details Camps at Parkhouse for further training for the front but he was sent to the 76 Aust Army Medical Corps Training Depot at No. 2 Camp to reinforce the medical corps.  His rank was Private.
He proceeded overseas to France on 28 November, 1917 arriving at the Aust General Base Depot in Rouelles and marched out on 20 February, 1918 to the 2nd Aust Casualty Clearing Station and taken on strength two days later.

He was mentioned on active service from the University laboratories staff in the:
Service continued without illness until 9 October, 1918 when he went sick with pleurisy to hospital an returned to duty on October 15.

He was with his unit when Peace was declared.

Leave to the United Kingdom was taken from 17 December, 1918 and returned on January 4, 1919.

On 14 March, 1919 was detached to the 3rd Aust Casualty Clearing Station in Germany.

Orders were received on 14 May, 1919 to return to the Aust Base Depot 1 and departed from Le Havre to Southampton, England disembarking the following day and marched in to the A.A.M.C. Training Depot at Fovant.
Five days later marched out for duty with the 1st Aust General Hospital, Sutton Veny and attached for duty.  On 10 July marched in to the Command Depot at Sutton Veny.

Private Haynes embarked for Australia on 28 August, 1919 as a member of the nursing staff on board the hospital ship Kanowna for the voyage home.  The transport docked in Sydney (2nd M.D.) on 31 October, 1919.  News of the arrival was reported in the:


The soldiers for Queensland returned overland by train to Brisbane.

Military Discharge was issued in Brisbane (1st M.D.) on 28 November, 1919 on termination of his period of enlistment.

He returned to Bessholme, Park Road, Wooloowin, and his occupation of assistant in biology.  In 1921 he was at Wood Street.  

The British War Medal (31257) and the Victory Medal (29537) were issued to Private 7505 Harry Haynes, 2nd Aust Casualty Clearing Station for serving his country.

He moved to 127 Royal Parade, Melbourne to work as a medical assistant in 1925 living there until 1931 then changing to 94 Collins Street giving his occupation as assistant.  From 1954 he retired to Ferndale Road, Mt Evelyn.

The Melbourne branch of the Repatriation Commission requested a copy of his service records from Base Records and were forwarded on 13 July, 1962.
Harry Haynes passed away on 26 August, 1967 aged 73 years in the Repatriation Hospital in Heidelberg, Melbourne.  Cremation took place at Fawkner Crematorium.
