SAPPER ALBERT PERCY JUDD

Mining Corps
Tamworth, New South Wales was the birthplace of Albert Percie Judd on September 6, 1893 the son of Thomas Albert and Mary Ann (nee Givney) Judd.

At the recruiting depot in Newcastle, NSW on August 21, 1915 the almost twenty-two year old miner applied to enlist for active service abroad and passed the medical examination.  Attestation forms were completed on September 6, 1915 which describe him as 184cms (6ft 1ins) tall, weighing 77kgs (170lbs) with a chest expansion of 84-97cms (33-38ins).  Complexion was fair with blue eyes and fair hair.  Distinctive mark was a tattoo on his left forearm.  Religion was Church of England.  Next-of-kin was his father Thomas Judd of Warners Bay, NSW.

During the month of August the Judd brothers enlisted and acknowledgement to the district’s departing volunteers was published in the:
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After training with ‘C Coy’ 3rd Battalion at Liverpool camp, Private Judd and his brothers Arthur and William were transferred to the Mining Corps on November 16th as recruits during their establishment phase.  Inventory of his kit was found in order.  He was allotted to the No.1 Company of the Corps in the rank of Sapper.
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The brothers were photographed as members of the No.1 Company of the Mining Corps in November, 1915 at Casula camp.
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On December 9, 1915 Albert appeared before the medical board at Liverpool camp and his Statement of Case reads:

The Board’s proceedings were forwarded to Headquarters at Liverpool on December 14, 1915 and documents in regard to necessary action were returned on December 18.

Military Discharge was issued on December 30, 1915 from Casula camp after service of 132 days due to being medically unfit.  All money due was paid and he handed back his kit to the Quartermaster of No. 1 Company which was found correct.  No War Service medals were issued as he did not serve overseas.

SAPPER DANIEL SYDNEY JUDD

153 – 1st Tunnelling Company

Daniel Sydney Judd was born in Cobar, NSW on January 8, 1882 the son of Thomas Albert and Mary Ann (nee Givney) Judd.  He married on June 5, 1905 to Elsie Ivy Rootsey at Boolaroo, NSW and registered at Wallsend, NSW.

On August 1, 1915 the thirty-two year old metal worker applied to enlist for active service abroad at the recruiting depot in Newcastle, NSW and passed the medical examination.  Forms of Attestation were completed which reveal particulars of his height 175cms (5ft 8¾ins), weight 69kgs (152lbs) with a chest measurement of 90-94cms (35½-37ins).  Fair described his complexion with blue eyes and grey hair.  Church of England was his religious faith.  Next-of-kin nominated was his wife Elsie May Judd of Third Street, Boolaroo, NSW giving two-fifths of his pay in support of his wife and children.  He was sworn in the same day.

At Liverpool camp, NSW on August 3, 1915 he commenced basic training and allotted to the 11th Reinforcement to the 2nd Battalion and later transferred to the 11th Reserves.  On October 28, 1915 he was assigned to the No.1 Company, Mining Corps at Casula camp, near Liverpool in the rank of Sapper with the regimental number 153.

At a civic parade in the Domain, Sydney on Saturday February 19, 1916, a large crowd of relations and friends of the departing Miners lined the four sides of the parade ground.  Sixty police and 100 Garrison Military Police were on hand to keep the crowds within bounds.  The scene was an inspiriting one. On the extreme right flank, facing the saluting base, were companies of the Rifle Club School; next came a detachment of the 4th King’s Shropshire Light Infantry, then the bands of the Light Horse, Liverpool Depot, and the Miners’ on the left, rank upon rank, the Miners’ Battalion.  

The Corps boarded HMAT A38 Ulysses in Sydney, NSW on February 20 and sailed for the European theatre.  Arriving in Melbourne, Victoria on February 22 the Miners camped at Broadmeadows for a stay of 7 days while further cargo was loaded. 

Another parade was held at the Broadmeadows camp on March 1, the Miners’ Corps being inspected by the Governor-General, as Commander-in-Chief of the Commonwealth military forces. 

Leaving Melbourne on March 1, Ulysses arrived at Fremantle, Western Australia on March 7 where a further 53 members were taken on board.  

On Wednesday March 8, 1916 the whole force, with their band and equipment, paraded at Fremantle prior to leaving Victoria Quay at 9.30 o’clock.

The ship hit a reef when leaving Fremantle harbour, stripping the plates for 40 feet and, although there was a gap in the outside plate, the inner bilge plates were not punctured.  The men on board nicknamed her ‘Useless’.  The Miners were off-loaded and sent to the Blackboy Hill Camp where further training was conducted.

The Mining Corps comprised 1303 members at the time they embarked with a Headquarters of 40; No.1 Company – 390; No.2 Company – 380; No.3 Company – 392, and 101 members of the 1st Reinforcements.

Finally departing Fremantle on April 1, Ulysses voyaged via Suez, Port Said and Alexandria in Egypt.  The Captain of the ship was reluctant to take Ulysses out of the Suez Canal because he felt the weight of the ship made it impossible to manoeuvre in the situation of a submarine attack.  The troops were transhipped to HM Transport B.1 Ansonia, then on to Valetta, Malta before disembarking at Marseilles, France on May 5, 1916.  As a unit they entrained at Marseilles on May 7 and detrained on May 11 at Hazebrouck.

A ‘Mining Corps’ did not fit in the British Expeditionary Force, and the Corps was disbanded and three Australian Tunnelling Companies were formed.  The Technical Staff of the Corps Headquarters, plus some technically qualified men from the individual companies, was formed into the entirely new Australian Electrical and Mechanical Mining and Boring Company (AEMMBC), better known as the ‘Alphabetical Company’.

On June 6, 1916 he went sick to the 2nd New Zealand Field Ambulance for treatment of scabies (a skin irritation caused by Itch Mite whose eggs are laid under the skin’s outer layer) and was discharged to his unit on June 10.

He was admitted from the field on September 7, 1916 to the 110th Field Ambulance with Influenza and returned to his unit five days later.

A transfer to the 1st Australian Tunnelling Company (1ATC) officially took place on December 24, 1916.

On July 21, 1917 he was admitted to the 53rd Casualty Clearing Station and transferred the next day to 4th Stationary Hospital at Arques for treatment of dental caries.  He rejoined his unit on August 5, 1917.

The following disciplinary action took place on November 8, 1917 as follows:

Forfeits 4 day’s pay by C.O. 1st Tun Co

Blue Chevrons were issued to wear on his uniform for twelve months overseas service.

He went to the 42nd Casualty Clearing Station on July 21, 1918 with P.U.O. (Pyrexia (fever) uncertain origin) and conveyed on A.T.33 to the 54th General Hospital for treatment of P.U.O.  On July 11, 1918 was invalided to England on the hospital ship St Andrew and entered the 1st Southern General Hospital, Edgbaston Section, Birmingham with severe P.U.O.  

Base Records advised his wife on July 31, 1918 that he has been sent to hospital.   Further advice was given on August 9 that he was now convalescent.

He was discharged to the 3rd Aust Auxiliary Hospital in Dartford on July 24 and discharged to the No.2 Command Depot at Weymouth on August 20, 1918.  

His name appeared among those in the Casualty List published in the:














A month later on September 23, 1918 Sapper Judd was invalided to Australia on board H.T. Borda with debility from cardio-vascular changes.  Base Records advised his wife on October 12, 1918 that he was returning to Australia.  The ship docked in Melbourne (3rd Military District) on November 26, 1918 and then travelled overland to Sydney (2nd M.D.).

Military Discharge was issued in Sydney (2nd M.D.) on December 27, 1918 as medically unfit.

A year later the following Divorce Court Report was printed in the:


Further proceedings from the Court were published in the:


Daniel married in 1921 to Ruby P. Carter with their marriage registered at Wallsend, NSW.

For service for his country Sapper Daniel Sydney Judd, 1st Tunnelling Company was issued with the British War Medal (33218) and the Victory Medal (32803).

In 1930 his residence was listed as Flemington, NSW.  A Statement of his Service was requested by the Sydney Branch of the Repatriation Commission from Base Records and forwarded on January 27, 1931.


Daniel Sydney Judd passed away on July 19, 1931 in Sydney aged 52 years.  Family announcements were placed in the:

SAPPER / LANCE CORPORAL WILLIAM GEORGE JUDD

152 – Mining Corps / 3118 – 2nd Pioneer Battalion
Moombi, Tamworth, NSW was the birthplace of William George Judd on April 29, 1886 the son of Thomas Albert and Mary Ann Judd.  He married in 1909 to Selina Frances Marion Behrends at Hamilton, NSW and they had two children.

At the Newcastle recruiting depot on August 24, 1918 the twenty-nine year old labourer applied to enlist for active service abroad.  After passing the medical examination Attestation Papers were completed showing he was 182cms (5ft 11¾ins) in height, weighed 85kgs (188lbs) with a chest measurement of 104ins (41ins).  Complexion was fair with grey eyes and brown hair.  Church of England was his faith.  Distinctive marks were a birthmark on the back of his shoulder and a brown lump on right thigh.  Next-of-kin nominated was his wife Selina Marion Judd of Spiers’ Point, Boolaroo, NSW and gave three-fifths of his pay in support of her and their children.  Swearing in took place on September 6, 1915.

Basic training commenced with ‘C Coy’ 3rd Battalion at Liverpool camp, NSW with Albert, Arthur and William Judd in the same company until transferred on November 16 to the Mining Corps and his Kit was found to be in order.  On November 29, 1915 he was allotted to the No.1 Company of the Mining Corps.  His rank was Sapper with the regimental number 152.  For a short period of time the brothers Albert, Daniel and William were training at Casula camp with the Mining Corps.

At a civic parade in the Domain, Sydney on Saturday February 19, 1916, a large crowd of relations and friends of the departing Miners lined the four sides of the parade ground.  Sixty police and 100 Garrison Military Police were on hand to keep the crowds within bounds.  The scene was an inspiriting one. On the extreme right flank, facing the saluting base, were companies of the Rifle Club School; next came a detachment of the 4th King’s Shropshire Light Infantry, then the bands of the Light Horse, Liverpool Depot, and the Miners’ on the left, rank upon rank, the Miners’ Battalion.  

The Corps boarded HMAT A38 Ulysses in Sydney, NSW on February 20 and sailed for the European theatre.  Arriving in Melbourne, Victoria on February 22 the Miners camped at Broadmeadows for a stay of 7 days while further cargo was loaded. 

Another parade was held at the Broadmeadows camp on March 1, the Miners’ Corps being inspected by the Governor-General, as Commander-in-Chief of the Commonwealth military forces. 

Leaving Melbourne on March 1, Ulysses arrived at Fremantle, Western Australia on March 7 where a further 53 members were taken on board.  

On Wednesday March 8, 1916 the whole force, with their band and equipment, paraded at Fremantle prior to leaving Victoria Quay at 9.30 o’clock.

The ship hit a reef when leaving Fremantle harbour, stripping the plates for 40 feet and, although there was a gap in the outside plate, the inner bilge plates were not punctured.  The men on board nicknamed her ‘Useless’.  The Miners were off-loaded and sent to the Blackboy Hill Camp where further training was conducted.

Finally departing Fremantle on April 1, Ulysses voyaged via Suez, Port Said and Alexandria in Egypt.  Sapper Judd failed to embark on the transport and noted on April 6 at Blackboy Hill camp where he was transferred to the Mining Corps Reinforcements until May 11.  On June 10, 1916 he embarked from Fremantle, W.A. for Melbourne, Vic on the troopship Katoomba then relocated to the Mining Corps training camp at Seymour, Vic for further training from June 17 until November 20, 1916.

He was then re-assigned to the 7th Reinforcement to the 2nd Pioneer Battalion.  His rank was Sapper with the regimental number 3118.

The Battalion embarked from Melbourne, Vic on November 23, 1916 on HMAT A20 Hororata and arrived at Albany, W.A. on November 28 for one day in port.  They left Australian waters for Durban, South Africa docking on December 14.  While there the following disciplinary action took place:

The ship left Durban on December 22, 1916 with Christmas celebrated at sea and Cape Town was reached on Boxing Day (Dec 26) then after a day refuelling put out to sea on December 27.  The New Year saw them in St Helena on January 3 leaving the next day for Freetown coming into the harbour on January 10 and departing on January 14, 1917.  After 68 days at sea under Master of the Ship, Captain A.H. Riley and Officer Commanding the Troops, Lt-Colonel H. Pope C.B., the transport arrived at Plymouth, England on January 29, 1917. 

The following day the Battalion marched out to Fovant to the Pioneers’ Training Brigade for further training for the front.  They proceeded overseas to France from Folkstone on April 19, 1917 arriving at the 2nd Aust Divisional Base Depot at Etaples a day later.

He was appointed to Lance Corporal with the Battalion on October 1, 1917.

From January to March, 1918 he was treated in several hospitals and convalescent depots for Haemorrhoids before being conveyed to England on March 28, 1918 on the hospital ship St Louis entering the Military Hospital in Colchester.  

Returning to France proceeded to Folkstone for departure on July 17, 1918 and rejoined his unit three days later.  He was at the Aust Corps School from October 3, 1918 until October 25.  

On conclusion of the War was attached for duty on December 13, 1918 with the 1st Army Signal Company then to the 2nd Division Battalion on January 29, 1919.   Leave was then taken during May, 1919 then marched out for return to England arriving at Sutton Veny to the 2nd Group camp to await his return to Australia.

After demobilisation Sapper Judd embarked from Devonport, Eng on H.T. Bakara for Australia on July 24, 1919.  His wife was advised by Base Records on August 19, 1919 that he was returning home.   The ship docked in Sydney, (2nd M.D.) on September 30, 1919.

A welcome home for the Judd brothers was printed in the:

Military Discharge was issued in Sydney, NSW on November 15, 1919 on termination of his period of enlistment.

Sapper 3118 William George Judd, 2nd Pioneer Battalion was issued for serving his country the British War Medal (69434) and the Victory Medal (62613). 

In the Divorce Court proceedings he was mentioned a report printed in the:

He married in 1923 to Winifred Elsie Richardson and their union was registered at Newcastle, NSW. Their residence was Boolaroo in 1930 and Charlestown Road, Warner’s Bay in 1943.

William re-enlisted from Warner’s Bay on July 29, 1941 at Newcastle during World War II for service with the Australian Army giving his date of birth as April 29, 1893 and next-of-kin his wife Winifred Judd.  His service number was N68056 and served with the 9th Garrison Battalion until discharged on June 6, 1946.

William George Judd passed away about December 10, 1950 aged 64 years.  Funeral arrangements were published in the:


His wife died on July 23, 1957 and interred in the same grave which is located in Anglican portion 3 of the Sandgate Cemetery in Section 183 within lot 24.

PRIVATE ARTHUR GUY JUDD
4495 – 3rd Battalion

Arthur Guy Judd was born in Tamworth, NSW on November 14, 1888 the son of Thomas Albert and Mary Ann (nee Givney) Judd.  He married at Tamworth in 1912 to Louisa Jane Givney.

At the A.I.F. recruiting depot in Newcastle, NSW on August 21, 1915 the twenty-six year old miner applied to enlist for active service abroad.  After passing the preliminary medical examination his application was accepted by the recruiting officer.  Personal particulars taken show he was 189cms (6ft 2¼ins) tall and his postal address was Warner’s Bay, Boolaroo.

Attestation forms were completed on September 6, 1915 which describe him further as weighing 80kgs (176lbs) with a chest expansion of 87-97cms (34-38ins).  Complexion was fair with blue eyes and fair hair.  Church of England was his religion.  Next-of-kin was his wife Louisa Jane Judd of Warner’s Bay, NSW and allotted three-fifths of his pay in support of her and their daughter.  He was sworn in the same day.

After basic training was completed he was assigned to the 14th Reinforcement to the 3rd Battalion.  His regimental number was 4495 in the rank of Private.

The Reinforcement embarked on January 15, 1916 from Sydney (2nd M.D.) and arrived at the Suez.  On March 29, 1916 they proceeded to join the B.E.F. in France and departed Alexandria docking in Marseilles on April 4, 1916.  Joining the 3rd Battalion were taken on strength on June 8, 1916.

Towards the end of June Private Judd became ill with Influenza and admitted to the 25th General Hospital.  On July 27 was invalided to England on the hospital ship St David from Boulogne entering the North Hants Military Hospital with P.U.O (pyrexia (fever) uncertain origin) –Trench Fever severe.  Discharged to the 3rd Aust Auxiliary Hospital on October 9, 1916 remained a patient until November 10.

Furlough followed until November 25, 1916 and reported to Perham Downs’ camp and classed with B1A debility on November 27.  While at the camp he was sent for an eye operation at Tidworth Military Hospital on December 29, 1916.  It appears that he contracted Mumps then moved the next day to Brimstone Bottom Hospital remaining until January 13, 1917.  Returned to Tidworth Military Hospital for treatment of ulcerative keratitis (inflammation of the Cornea - front of the eyeball), staying until he was discharged on June 1, 1917 to the No. 2 Command Depot at Weymouth.

Private Judd returned to Australia on August 25, 1917 for a change due to Ulcerative Keratitis and Iritis (inflammation of the iris) on the H.T. Benalla.  His mother was advised by Base Records that he was returning home.  This news was reproduced in the:


The ship arrived on October 27, 1917.  His name was published in the soldiers’ list which appeared in the:


A few days later events of his arrival at Warner’s Bay were published in the:

Military Discharge was issued in Sydney, NSW on December 7, 1917 as medically unfit.

He was granted a Military Pension from December 8, 1917 of fifteen shillings per fortnight which was amended thirty shillings per fortnight.  Other family members who received a pension were:

The British War Medal (31576) and the Victory Medal (31172) were awarded to Private 4495 Arthur Guy Judd, 3rd Battalion for serving his country.

Their residence remained at Warner’s Bay.  

A Statement of Service was requested by the Repatriation Department from Base Records and sent on August 25, 1927.

Arthur Judd applied for a duplicate Returned Soldier’s Badge on April 24, 1946 after the fire in his house and completed the Statutory Declaration stating that his ‘house was destroyed by fire.’  After consideration on May 10, 1946 Base Records forwarded him a replacement badge.

A few months later his daughter was remanded and the Police proceedings were published in the:

PRIVATE GARNET LESLIE JUDD

4495 – 3rd Battalion / 2nd Pioneers

Tamworth, NSW was the birthplace of Garnet Leslie Judd on May 17, 1896 the son of Thomas Albert and Mary Ann Judd.  Military experience was gained from three years with the cadets.  He worked for the Sulphide Corporation at their Cockle Creek Works, Boolaroo as a trucker on the roasting plant for two years and the Lymington Collieries as a miner, machine-man and repairer also for two years.  

At the age of twenty-one years Garnet applied to enlist for active service abroad at the Newcastle recruiting office on April 29, 1917 and passed the preliminary medical examination.  Attestation papers were completed on May 2 the Royal Agricultural Show Ground, Sydney which describe him as 182cms (6ft) tall, weighing 76.6kgs (168lbs) with a chest expansion of 87-97cms (34-38ins).  Fair in complexion with his grey eyes testing to good vision and had fair hair.  Distinctive marks were a circular scar on the left arm, three moles on the front of his shoulder, circular scar on the left scapula and blue marks under left eye.  Next-of-kin was his mother Mary Ann Judd of Warner’s Bay via Boolaroo, NSW.  He was sworn in on April 29, 1917.

After basic training he was allotted to the 25th Reinforcement to the 2nd Battalion at Liverpool camp on May 17 until August 6 when he was moved to ‘E Coy’ Infantry Depot for twelve days then ‘C Coy’ before he was promoted to Acting Corporal with Staff at the Provost Office, Liverpool from August 17 until November 5, 1917.  Final Home Leave was granted with a railway warrant to Newcastle from November 19 to 21st, 1917.

His brother Thomas Frederick Judd was killed in the Lymington Colliery and a request for Garnet to be a witness at the inquest was granted therefore he did not embark until appearing at the hearing.

Further training was with ‘D Coy’ 1st Infantry Battalion then transferred to the 26th Reinforcement to the 3rd Battalion in the rank of Private with the regimental number 4495.   For the ‘voyage only’ he was appointed to Corporal.

The Reinforcement departed Melbourne, Vic on February 28, 1918 on board the HMAT A71 Nestor together with 51 reinforcements to the Tunnelling Companies and crossed the Pacific Ocean arriving at Colon, Panama on March 25, 1918.  On March 28 the transport departed Panama and tied up at Newport News, U.S.A. on April 3 remaining there for three days and leaving port on April 6, 1918.  Halifax, Nova Scotia was the next port-of-call on April 9 for a day at the wharf to refuel for the voyage to England.  The voyage terminated after fifty-one days at sea at Liverpool, England on April 19 and docked where the disembarking the Reinforcements entrained to Tidworth the next day.  The tunnellers marched into the Aust Details No. 3 camp at Parkhouse the same day April 20, 1918 for further training for the front.   

He reverted to the ranks on April 20 but was appointed Acting Corporal on May 3, 1918 when moved to the 1st Training Battalion at Sutton Veny.  Five days later he was sent to the School of Instruction at Jellalabad Barracks.  On June 19 was transferred to the 2nd Pioneer Battalion and taken on strength reverting to the rank of Private.  

He proceeded overseas from Folkstone to France on July 22, 1918 arriving at the Aust Infantry Base Depot at Havre and taken on strength with the 2nd Pioneers.

After demobilisation Private Judd together with his brother embarked for Australia on H.T. Bakara on July 24, 1919.  His mother was advised by Base Records on August 19, 1918 that he was on his way home.  The ship docked in Sydney (2nd M.D.) on September 30, 1919.

At the Anzac Buffet in the Sydney Domain on October 1, 1919 he appeared before the disembarkation medical board with no disability and was fit and well.  Discharged was recommended.

Military Discharge was issued in Sydney (2nd M.D.) on November 5, 1919 on termination of his period of enlistment.

For serving his country Private 4495 Garnet Leslie Judd, 2nd Pioneer Battalion was issued with the British War Medal (76916) and the Victory Medal (17273).

He married Dorothy Mildred Baxter in 1921 with their union registered in Newcastle. 

During the Second World War, Garnet enlisted with the Australian Army giving his date of birth as May 17, 1901 at Tamworth.  He left Warner’s Bay to enlist at Paddington, Sydney on June 3, 1940.  Next-of-Kin nominated was Dorothy Judd.  He served with the 2nd Reinforcement to the 20th Aust Infantry Battalion with the service number NX19774.  He died a prisoner of war on November 13, 1943.

The procession, comprising the West Wallsend Band leading, the Oddfellows committee, Broadmeadow Military Band, local soldiers and citizens, left Burton’s Hotel at 7 p.m., marching to Speers’ Point and back, reaching the school ground about 8 p.m., where the local soldiers took up their position on the stage, the West Wallsend Band playing the National Anthem.  Mr Clyde presided, and after briefly introducing the subject, called on Mr J. Estell, Minister for Labour.  Mr Estell said it gave him great pleasure to be present at such a gathering.  One greater pleasure he hoped for, and that was in the near future to be able to extend a welcome to all the fine young men to whom they were now saying farewell.  Mr D. Watkins, M.H.R., said he was very pleased to be present, and would like to impress on all the young fellows of Boolaroo and district the necessity of answering the appeal of the mother country.


Mr Clyde then called upon the ladies to invest each soldier with a sheepskin vest and balaclava cap, the recipients being [abridged to] A. Judd, Arthur Judd, G. Judd, S. Judd.


Mr G. Judd and Albert Judd were recipients of wristlet watches from fellow-workers and a relative.  S. Judd, a pocket watch.


A vote of thanks was accorded both bands, who had given their services free, after which, together with the soldiers and visitors, they were entertained at luncheon.  Dancing in the Sulphide Hall to the music of Mrs Wright, wound up the proceedings.

Albert Percy Judd, 49, of Thompson-road, Speers’ Point, driver, fractured his right leg, and his nose was broken.  He was taken by the Gosford District Ambulance to Newcastle Hospital.  Clyde Winter, 40, of The Boulevarde, Toronto, a passenger in the truck, escaped with abrasions.

WOMAN FOR TRIAL ON ARSON CHARGE


After inquiring into the origin of a fire in a dwelling at Short-street, Speers’ Point, on July 29, the Coroner (Mr A.G. Chiplin) committed Doris Evelyn Judd, 34, daughter of the owner, Arthur Guy Judd, for trial, at Newcastle Sessions on October 8, on a charge of arson.


Judd said she did not wish to give evidence at that stage, and did not require bail.


The Coroner found that no actual damage was done to the building and that Judd maliciously set fire to and destroyed a quantity of men’s clothing and bedding.


Detective L.S. Latham said that Doris Judd told him that she smashed the door with a brick, and lit the fire with a match.  She also told him that she took clothing from a wardrobe, put it on the bed and set fire to it, and that she meant to burn the place down.


HOUSE BEING REBUILT


Albert Percy Judd, quarryman, of Thompson-road, Speers’ Point, said he saw smoke coming out of his brother’s home about 11 a.m.  he called his niece, Doris and said: “Your father’s house appears to be on fire.”  She said:  “It ought to be.  I just set it alight.  He will not give me anything.”  Judd said that the glass in the front door was broken.  He threw water on a fire on the bed in the front room.  He collapsed, and neighbours extinguished the fire.  The house was being rebuilt after having been burnt down last November.


Constable J.J. Egan, of Teralba, said he asked Doris Judd what happened at her father’s home.  She replied: “I set it on fire.  He won’t give me anything to keep house on and won’t let me get work.  I bought two bottles of kerosene at Speers’ Point this morning, after my father had gone to work, and poured some in each room.  I only had time to light two places as the flames flared up and I had to run out of the place.”


Arthur Guy Judd, wharf carpenter, said that, returning home about 5.45p.m., he noticed partly-burnt kapok in the front yard and burnt kapok in the front bedroom.  On the spring mattress were burnt portions of his clothing.  There was a distinct odour of kerosene.  The house, valued at £400, was not insured.  He had told his daughter not to enter the place during his absence.  She had her own room in Thompson-street.  He was supporting her.

Judd said that he was walking down Hunter-Street, Watson punched him about the head and body.  He did not retaliate.  Watson threatened to kill him.  He pushed Watson away.


In reply to Mr Williams Judd said that Mrs Watson had been paying 7/6 for the rent of a room at his place since Christmas.  He denied that Watson said his wife’s place was at home with her children.

One Sunday shortly after New Year, 1918 holidays, he had been at his farm at Speers’ Point, and on his return he saw petitioner’s children playing on the waterfront at Warner’s Bay.  He spoke to the children, and as a result went into the bush, where he saw respondent and co-respondent.  They were sitting down close together.  Witness said, “This is where you are,” and she replied, “Yes having a quiet talk.”  


Witness called at her house later for the purpose of inquiring whether any mail had been received from her husband.  Jones was in the house, while she was cooking.  That was at half-past ten o’clock one morning.  


About January or February, 1918, one Saturday morning he met the petitioner’s children on the road.  They were going to their grandmother’s.  He went to petitioner’s house for their luggage, and he found that respondent had left the house.  She had never been back.  Jones had left Boolaroo a week before, but his wife and children were left in town.  Norman Sylvester Judd, the twelve-year-old son of petitioner, said that Jones came to his mother’s house every night a few months before Christmas, 1917.  He had seen his mother sitting on Jones’ knee in the kitchen.  One morning at seven o’clock two years ago he saw Jones in bed with his mother.  Witness said to his mother, “I’ll tell my dad,” and she replied, “If you do I’ll knock you head off.”  He saw Jones in the house often.  About six o’clock one night his mother told him and his brother and sister that she was going away and would come back.  She sent them to their aunt’s place.  


Eileen Young, single, living at George-street, Redfern, said that she had known respondent for six or seven years.  She went to Sydney on June 18, 1918 to try to recover for the grandparents the youngest child.  She went to the place where Mrs Judd had been staying.  Later she went to the Women’s Hospital in Crown-street, Sydney, where she saw Mrs Judd with a baby girl, a day old.


His Honor found that the issues had been proved.

JUDD v. JUDD


Daniel Sydney Judd sought for a divorce from Elsie May Judd, formerly Rootsey, on the grounds of misconduct.  William Jones was named as co-respondent.


Mr Braye appeared for petitioner.  Neither respondent nor co-respondent appeared.


Judd said that he was a smelter living at Speers’ Point.  He was born at Cobar, while his wife was a native of Cootamundra.  They were married on May 6, 1905, according to the rites of the Congregational Church.  They had five children, two of whom had died.  Prior to his enlisting they lived happily together at Third-street, Boolaroo.  He enlisted on August 1, 1915, and sailed in February, 1916.  While at the front he received some letters from his wife.  He returned from the front in December, 1918.  When he returned to Boolaroo he found that he had no home to go to.  His mother had the three children.  He had not seen his wife since his return from the front.  He knew William Jones’ brother, but not co-respondent.  


Albert Percy Judd, coal-machine driver at Speers’ Point, brother of the petitioner said that his four brothers went to the war.  Witness was rejected.  William Jones went to Boolaroo about six months after petitioner went to the war.  Jones was a married man with four children.  He saw Jones and his sister-in-law walking together often and they used to visit each other’s homes.
