JUSTICE BROTHERS
Thomas Holmes and Delia Agnes (nee Morony) Justice had four members of their family enlist with the A.I.F. and serve abroad in WW1.  
Thomas and Delia had eight children in Ireland before emigrating to Australia:

Elizabeth Delia, born 1872; John Bolton, 1874; Raphael (Ralph) Morony, 1876; Letitia Mary, 1877; Thomas Holmes, 1878; Mary Cecilia, 1883; Mabel Juliana, 1884 and Charlotte De Lisgnan, born 1887.

The Electoral Roll of 1903 records that the Justice family was located at Jamieson, Victoria.  Father Thomas Holmes Justice is recorded as a farmer, John Bolton and Ralph Moroney as engine drivers, Thomas Holmes is of independent means and Delia Agnes, Letitia Mary and Mary Cecilia are performing home duties.

Two other daughters, Mabel Julianna and Charlotte De Lisgnan were too young to be recorded on the Roll.  Their 1st born daughter, Elizabeth Delia, had married Percy George Gardiner in Victoria in 1893.  

JOHN BOLTON JUSTICE

Lieutenant – 1st Tunnelling Company
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John Bolton Justice was born on June 1, 1874 and educated at Midleton College in Co. Cork, Ireland then studied at the Ballarat School of Mines, Vic qualifying as a Mining Engineer and Manager. His father had mining interests in Jamieson, Vic and from 1903 until 1909 John was working as an Engine driver there.  By 1914 he was listed as mine manager.

At the Melbourne Town Hall on February 10, 1916 the unmarried Mine Manager applied to enlist with the A.I.F. for overseas service.  The almost forty-two year old passed the medical examination and was sworn in the same day.  Attestation forms reveal he was 189cms (6ft 2½ins) tall and weighed 81.8kgs (180lbs) with a chest expansion of 94-103cms (37-40½ins).  His complexion was fresh with blue grey eyes and dark greying hair but vision tested as fair.  A distinctive mark was a vaccination scar on his left arm.   
Church of England was his religion and he named his father Thomas Holmes Justice of Jamieson, Vic as next-of-kin.  

He spent two weeks at the Engineers’ camp in the Domain, Melbourne then went to the Engineer Officers’ School of Instruction in Sydney, NSW from February 27 until April 30, 1916 in the rank of Corporal.  While there on April 3rd he applied for a Commission of 2nd Lieutenant with the Tunnelling Company, A.I.F. and medically examined again.  
Passing he was recommended as 2nd Lieutenant with No. 4 Tunnelling Company two days later.  His commission appeared in the Commonwealth of Australia Gazette No. 54 on May 4, 1916.

At Rosebery Park, Sydney, NSW the 2nd Lieutenant joined the No. 4 Tunnelling Company Headquarters and two sections (8 officers & 153 O.Rs.) plus 1st Reinforcements consisting of one officer and seventeen other ranks for final training.   

On May 22, 1916 the 7713-ton transport HMAT A69 Warilda departed Sydney, NSW and collected in Melbourne, Victoria the No. 5 Company recruited from Victoria, South Aust. & Tasmania made up of Headquarters and 2 Sections (8 officers & 173 men) (3 M.D.).  1 Section from Tasmania (3 officers & 76 O.Rs); also 1st Reinforcements for No. 5 Company (17 men from Vic. & 8 men Tas.)  
The ship departed on May 25, 1916 for Adelaide, S.A. to collect one Section of 3 officers & 76 O.Rs with 1st Reinforcements of 8 O.Rs.  Docking at Fremantle, W.A. on June 1, 1916 added No. 6 Company recruited from W.A. of 14 officers and 325 O.Rs along with 1st Reinforcements of 1 Officer & 32 O.Rs departing the same day. 

Durban, South Africa was reached on June 16, 1916 and Cape Town on June 21, 1916 while St Vincent completed the African ports of call on July 7, 1916.  Discipline was fairly good except at intermediate ports where Away without Leave caused concern.  The fifty-eight day voyage experienced remarkably pleasant weather terminating at Plymouth, England on July 18, 1916.  Four, Five and Six Companies comprising of 1064 officers and other ranks were detrained to Amesbury and Tidworth to begin training for the front.

On August 22, 1916 they proceeded to France marching in to the 2nd Aust General Base Depot on August 30.  Due to Supernumeracy in the establishment of the No. 4 Tunnelling Company he was posted to the 1st Tunnelling Company and taken on strength on September 25, 1916.

He went sick to the 47th Divisional Rest Station on December 6, 1916 and admitted with Amblyopia (Dimness of vision) and rejoined his unit three days later.
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On New Year’s Day 1917 he was promoted to Lieutenant.  Service continued until July 25, 1917 when he was wounded in action.  The following is the Unit Diary’s entry for that day:

He was taken to the 140th Field Ambulance with gunshot wounds to back and right side and transferred to the 11th Casualty Clearing Station.  Two days later was transported on A.T.18 to be admitted to the 2nd Red Cross Hospital at Rouen.  A brief notification to his father was sent on July 31, 1817 regretfully stating that his son had been wounded and gave a postal address to write to him. On August 6, 1917 the Lieutenant went by hospital ship Panama to England and admitted to the 3rd London General Hospital at Wandsworth with severe gunshot wounds to back and chest.  
His father was notified further the same day of his injuries, the hospital and address to correspond.  Further communication to his father was issued on August 21, 1917 detailing that he had been transferred on August 8 to the above hospital and was progressing favourably.  Another memo was sent on September 27 stating he was convalescent.

While recovering he received news that the family and mining business was in need of his return to Australia.  As a result he approached A.I.F. Headquarters with an Application for Discharge and Statement of Service on September, 24, 1917.  
Four days later an internal memo from Lt Colonel Wynter was sent to Administration Headquarters replying to his request saying ‘conditions now existing are similar to those which applied at the time of enlistment, it is regretted that his application cannot be approved’.  This response was forwarded to the Lieutenant care of Lady Harrison, Ashton Manor, West Exeter in Devon on October 5, 1917. 

Declared fit, he left London Headquarters and marched in to the Overseas Training Brigade at Longbridge, Deverill on October 27, 1917 and proceeded to France via Southampton on November 5.  The following day he arrived at the A.G.B.D. at Havre and marched out to the 2nd Army to rejoin his unit on November 10, 1917 after being on the Seconded List - wounded.

In an undated letter to Sir Peter McBride, the Agent-General for Victoria, Melbourne Place, Strand, London, Lieut. Justice asked for his assistance with his application.  It reads:

c/o English, Scottish & Australia Bank,









  38, Lombard Street,









     LONDON, E.C.5

Dear Sir Peter McBride,

Am enclosing application for discharge.  I would esteem it a very great favour if you would endeavour to get verdict of authorities at your earliest convenience, as if there is a chance of getting back I should like to do so as soon as possible.  My sister has just gone under an operation due to a fall off a horse, so with three sons over here, the life of the old people is not too pleasant.  When I applied a few weeks ago, the A.A.G. said the application must go to G.O.C. Anzac.  So I fancy I am still under General Birdwood.  

Trusting I am not putting you to any inconvenience, and hoping to have a reply from you before long.

On November 15, 1917 Sir Peter McBride wrote to General Birdwood enclosed the covering letter and Application for Discharge on behalf of Lt Justice.  Adding he would be glad if he could facilitate to the return of Lieutenant Justice to Australia.  He knew the family very well and could vouch for the statements made. 

An A.I.F. memo dated November 17 states:


Mr Ward.


   Let General see this before he leaves.

Previous file herewith.  The fact that another brother has enlisted cannot be accepted as a reason for his discharge, as it has been necessary to refuse many applications of a similar distressing nature in the case of men who left Australia in 1914.  He left on 22/5/16 and arrived in France 29/8/16.

Sir Peter McBride sent the rejected reply to Lt Justice. In answering his letter to Sir Peter on November 19, the Lieutenant conveyed his thanks for the trouble he undertook on his behalf.  He thought that General B. [Birdwood] must have misinterpreted the wording on his application, for the General’s statement of “The fact that another brother had enlisted cannot be accepted as a reason for his discharge.”  He continued with clarifying his purpose to him:

“The reason why I made the application was, because the third and last brother had come away on Active Service, leaving no son in Australia – the home circle at present consisted of the old people and a couple of girls.  I’m a great believer of Patriotism, pity if it should be overdone.  Again thanking you on behalf of the “Old people” for what you have done.”

[Sisters at home were Elizabeth, by then Mrs. Gardiner, and Charlotte]

Sir Peter McBride forwarded Lt Justice’s response to General Birdwood on November 26 stating:

“With reference to your letter of the 17th instant in regard to Lt Justice, I duly forwarded a copy of same to that officer, from whom I have received the letter copy of which is enclosed.”

On December 1, 1917 a letter from E. Cowley at Y.M.C.A., Heytesbury camp, Wiltshire requested the address of Lt Justice, 1st Tunnelling Co.  He was wounded some months ago but it is believed he has returned to duty.  No further correspondence is recorded.

General Birdwood’s decision opted not to comment further to Sir Peter McBride’s forwarded copies of November 26, 1917 but an internal memo states ‘it would be seen that he had not misinterpreted his statement.’  A codicil on the memo dated the same day affirms ‘Col. Dodds, the General has decided to take no further action in regard to the letter from Sir P. McBride.’ 

A month later Lieut-Col H.D. Wynter rescinded his decision on December 21, 1917 as follows:

He marched out on that day from France and proceeded to Administration Headquarters, London for transfer to return to Australia.  He was Struck off Strength. 
On January 11, 1918 he departed England aboard the H.T. Port Darwin for the return voyage home.  His father was notified on January 28, 1918 of his son’s impending return.  The ship docked in Melbourne, Vic (3rd M.D.) and the Lieutenant disembarked on March 24, 1918.

Lieut. Justice’s appointment was terminated (medically unfit) in Melbourne, Vic (3rd M.D.) on March 25, 1918 but later marked ‘for family reasons.’

For his service abroad Lieutenant John Bolton Justice, 1st Tunnelling Company received the British War Medal (45357) and the Victory Medal (44581).  

He returned to Jamieson, Vic and was still a Mine Manager there in 1924.  The following year he is listed in the Register of Tunnelling Company Officers as:


Justice, J.B. Lieut, 1 Coy, Jamieson, Vic.

In 1931 was an Engineer residing at 10 Redan Street, St Kilda, Melbourne and in 1936 was Inspector of Mines at Ballarat, Vic. living at 8 Dawson Street, North Ballarat.  The following year he was at Sandhurst House, Mitchell Street, Bendigo and still an Inspector.

From 1942 to 1949 he and his brother Rev. Thomas Holmes Justice were residing at 7 Wellesley Road, Hawthorn, Melbourne with his occupation as Mine Manager.

John Bolton Justice passed away in 1951 at Hawthorn aged 76 years.  He was interred in the Cheltenham Old Cemetery on 4 April 1951.

RALPH MORONY JUSTICE

Lieutenant – 1st Tunnelling Company
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Ralph Morony Justice was born in County Cork, Ireland on May 17, 1876.  He was educated at St Luke’s and Carmichael’s in Co. Cork and received certification as a Mine Manager after studying at the Ballarat School of Mines, Vic.  He is listed living at Jamieson, Vic from 1903 to 1909 working as an Engine-driver.  In 1914 was an Assistant Railway Surveyor residing at 12 Canterbury Road, St Kilda, Melbourne.  He had been rejected for service previously because of defective toes.
On January 29, 1916 the thirty-nine year old enlisted at the Melbourne Town Hall for active service and passed the medical examination.  Forms of Attestation were completed and show he was single and stood 184cms (6ft ½ins) tall, weighed 80.45kgs (177lbs) with a chest expansion of 92-97cms (36-38ins).  Complexion was medium with blue eyes and black hair and had good vision.  
Characteristic marks were a vaccination scar on his right arm and the 3rd and 4th toes on his right foot were missing.  Church of England was his faith.  
Next-of-kin was is father Thomas Holmes Justice of Jamieson, Vic.  The Railway Surveyor was sworn in but had to pass a review by the medical board on February 15, 1916 on his right foot.  He was accepted.

Two weeks were spent at the Melbourne Domain Camp for Engineers before attending the Engineers Officers’ School of Instruction in Sydney, NSW from February 28 until April 30, 1916.  
A commission with the Tunnelling Company A.I.F. as 2nd Lieutenant was applied for while attending the School on April 3, 1916.  He was recommended on April 5 to be allotted to the No. 4 Tunnelling Company and his commission appeared in the Commonwealth of Australia Gazette No. 54 in April, 1916.    

The 2nd Lieutenant joined the No. 4 Tunnelling Company Headquarters and two sections (8 officers & 153 O.Rs.) plus 1st Reinforcements consisting of one officer and seventeen other ranks for final training at Rosebery Park, Sydney, NSW.   

The 7713-ton transport HMAT A69 Warilda departed Sydney, NSW On May 22, 1916 and collected in Melbourne, Victoria the No. 5 Company recruited from Victoria, South Aust. & Tasmania made up of Headquarters and 2 Sections (8 officers & 173 men) (3 M.D.). 1 Section from Tasmania (3 officers & 76 O.Rs); also 1st Reinforcements for No. 5 Company (17 men from Vic. & 8 men Tas.)  The ship departed on May 25, 1916 for Adelaide, S.A. to collect one Section of 3 officers & 76 O.Rs with 1st Reinforcements of 8 O.Rs. 

Docking at Fremantle, W.A. on June 1, 1916 added No. 6 Company recruited from W.A. of 14 officers and 325 O.Rs along with 1st Reinforcements of 1 Officer & 32 O.Rs departing the same day.

He was admitted sick 47th Divisional Rest Station on December 29, 1916 then sent to the 10th Casualty Clearing Station with influenza.

A few days later on New Year’s Day 1917 he was promoted to Lieutenant with the 1st Tunnelling Company.  He recovered and was discharged to duty on January 9, 1917.

Service and camp life continued until he proceeded on leave on to Nice on February 5, 1918 and rejoined on February 25.  Service continued without incident and he was granted leave again on October 21, 1918 and rejoined on November 6.

After the Armistice his company remained as part of the Army of Occupation assisting with rehabilitation of safe roads and bridges.  He was still listed with his company in an audit on December 31, 1918.  On February 12, 1919 he was again granted leave and returned on March 8, 1919.
His father received a letter dated February 25, 1919 advising him of his son’s Commission as temporary Lieutenant in the British Army for services against the time of his return from active service.  This was receipted on March 18, 1919. 

His company prepared for demobilisation and marched out on April 3, 1919 to return to England.  They returned to the A.I.B.D. at Havre on April 10 crossing the English Channel and disembarking at Southampton then marched in to the No. 1 Group camp the following day.

On May 31, 1919 he departed England on board the H.T. Aeneas for the return voyage home and was Struck off Strength.  His father was advised on June 24, 1919 that he could expect his son to disembark in Melbourne shortly.  It is not recorded when the vessel docked in Melbourne (3rd M.D.)

His Appointment was terminated on October 4, 1919.  Twelve days later his Will was returned to the A.A.G. (3rd M.D.)

Lieutenant Ralph Morony Justice, 1st Tunnelling Company received the British War Medal (45353) and the Victory Medal (44582) for serving his country.  The War Medal was receipted at Mansfield on September 25, 1921 and the Victory Medal on February 12, 1923 also at Mansfield, Vic.

He returned to Jamieson, Victoria as a Mine Manager for a while in 1919 then went to 12 Canterbury Road, St Kilda.  

In 1924 he was an Engineer residing at 39 Albert Road, South Melbourne.  The following year he is listed in the Register of Tunnelling Company Officers as:


Justice, R.M. Lieut., 1 Coy., Jamieson, Vic.

His name appears on the 1928 Register for the Alphabetical and Tunnellers Association.  His address was 23 Fairfield Avenue, Camberwell, Vic.
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A Statement of Service was sent to the Repatriation Department in Melbourne on October 26, 1934.

Ralph married May Mathieson, daughter of Sydney Anderson and John Mathieson, and from 1943 until 1954 the couple lived at 23 Fairfield Avenue, Camberwell with Ralph listed as an Engineer.
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Ralph Morony Justice died in 1959 at Camberwell, Vic aged 83 years and was cremated at Springvale Botanical Cemetery on 10 November 1959.
May Justice (nee Mathieson) died in 1961 aged 76 and was cremated at Springvale Botanical Cemetery on 6 April 1961.
CAPTAIN CHAPLAIN THOMAS HOLMES JUSTICE

Chaplains’ Department
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Ringwood, Vic was the birthplace of Thomas Holmes Justice on September 5, 1878.  From 1903 until 1909 he is listed in Jamieson, Vic with Independent Means.  He had been a student at the Australian College of Theology and received his Licentiate in Theology becoming a Clerk in Holy Orders of the Anglican Church.  
In 1914 he is at Ringwood, Vic. serving as a Clergyman. He had previously been rejected for service abroad because of defective vision.

On October 11, 1916 the thirty-eight year old applied to enlist for Chaplaincy duty at the District Headquarters C.M.F. (3rd Military District) and passed the medical examination.  At the same time he applied for a Commission with the A.I.F. which gives personal particulars of his height at 170cms (5ft 7ins), weight of 67.2kgs (148lbs) with a chest expansion of 84-90cms (33-35½ins).  His vision tested normal with glasses. 
Next-of-kin was his father Mr Thomas Holmes Justice of Jamieson, Vic. The following day his application was accepted and he was recommended for the Chaplain’s Department, A.I.F.  His Commission was gazetted in the Commonwealth of Australia Gazette No. 161 in November, 1916.
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Appointed 4th Class Captain Chaplain on October 26 by approval of His Excellency the Governor General through the Federal Executive Council and was immediately assigned to Chaplaincy duties for the ‘voyage only’ on HMAT A74 Marathon.  

With his enlistment there were no sons left in Australia to assist the parents which is why his elder brother John Justice applied for a discharge to return to Australia.

The troopship embarked from Sydney, NSW on October 31, 1916 and arrived in Devonport, England on January 9, 1917.  Soon after arriving in England he applied for continuous service as Chaplain.  Cancellation of the Executive Council Minutes which appeared in Government Gazette in November, 1916 took place.

On January 18, 1917 he marched in to the 10th Training Brigade Camp at Durrington, Eng. for No. 1 Command Depot.  He left on February 11 and marched out to Wareham camp remaining for a month until March 11.  Leaving five days later he reported to London for almost a month departing on April 11 for No. 2 Command Depot.  
His appointment for continuous service commenced on April 14, 1917.

He was posted to No. 2 Command Depot on May 3, 1917 from Reinforcements for duty at A.I.F. Depots at Tidworth.

He proceeded overseas to France on August 8, 1917 with the Reinforcements where on August 20 the Reverend arrived at Havre.  
Four days later, he left to report to the 12th Infantry Brigade H.Q. (4th Aust. Division) for duty in the field, and on August 27, 1917 was attached to the 45th Battalion.   
His duties continued with the Battalion for over a year until he proceeded on leave to Paris on September 3, 1918 rejoining ten days later.

He was promoted to Temporary 3rd Class Chaplain on October 26, 1918.  When Peace was declared he was with the Unit and remained until February 22, 1919.

His father received a letter advising him of his son’s Commission as Temporary 3rd Class Captain Chaplain in the British Army for services against the time of his return from active service.  This was receipted on March 18, 1919. 

Departed France for Folkstone, England on April 22, 1919 and reported to No. 4 Group, A.I.F. Camps.  By May 9 he left the Infantry Brigade for duty with the No. 4 Group at Sutton Veny remaining until July 8, 1919.

Leave was granted to London by the Deputy Assistant Adjutant General from July 23 until August 20, 1919.  An extension was granted until September 23.  Further leave in London was approved from that date until November 14, 1919.

A Declaration no debts were outstanding to any tradesman in England, France or Belgium was signed by the Reverend before returning.  If so his address for delivery would be Jamieson, Vic.

Base Records replied to Captain A.H. Meredith care of the Salvation Army, Windsor, NSW who wrote on October 1, 1919 regarding the death of  No. 4986 Private E.W. Armour, 4th Pioneer Battalion.  A discrepancy in his day of death was corrected and they advised that Chaplain Justice was attached to the 46th Battalion at that time.  The address to communicate with him was given as:

The Chaplain embarked from England on November 22, 1919 for duty on board H.T. Orsova during the voyage to Australia.  The ship arrived in Sydney, NSW (2nd M.D.) on January 2, 1920.

A Statement of his Service for Insurance purposes was requested on January 7, 1920 and be posted to him at Jamieson.  He requested another Statement as the one dated January 12, 1920 stated he was attached to A.I.F. Headquarters London on or about 21/1/18.  He advised he had never been attached to Headquarters but to the 12th Infantry Brigade from 27/8/17.  Another Statement was issued on January 18, 1920.

His Appointment was terminated in Melbourne (3rd M.D.) on February 17, 1920.

Base Records replied to Mrs A.V. Barrett, Orchard Road, Brookvale, Manly, NSW on July 15, 1920 after a referral by the Dept of Defence regarding that her late son No. 4740 Private L.C. Barrett whom she was told was mentioned in despatches.  No record was held at Base Records of this.  They referred her to Rev. T.H. Justice as he was the Captain Chaplain of the 12th Infantry Brigade at the time of her son’s death.  The address was given as Jamieson, Vic. 

Service for his country was recognised when Captain Chaplain Thomas Holmes Justice, Chaplains’ Department was awarded the British War Medal (59488) and the Victory Medal (57874).

Both medals were returned unclaimed on May 10, 1923 but notification was dispatched to Jamieson, Vic on September 25, 1923 and these medals were claimed on October 18, 1923 his address being at The Vicarage, Werribee, Vic. 

In 1924 he was still a Clerk in Holy Orders at Werribee and in 1936 and 1937 was residing at South Terrace, Clifton Hill, Vic, a clergyman.  From 1942 until 1949 he is listed dwelling with his brother John Bolton Justice at 7 Wellesley Road, Hawthorn, Vic. 
1 January 1950 arrived Fremantle from London on Ranchi address All Saints Vicarage, Wellesley Road, Hawthorn, Victoria, and in 1954 was at 2/93 Balaclava Road, Camberwell living with his sister Mabel Justice and listed as a clergyman.

A Statement of Service was sent to the Repatriation Department on June 29, 1955.

Reverend Thomas Holmes Justice died in 1956 aged 78 years at Caulfield, Vic.  He was interred at Cheltenham Old Cemetery on 27 November 1956.

STAFF NURSE MABEL JUSTICE

Australian Army Nursing Service

Mabel Juliana Justice was born in Co. Cork, Ireland on May 9, 1884.  She trained for three years to be a nurse at St Vincent’s Hospital and after working for seven years had Certificates for Medical, Surgical, Opthalmic and Gynaecological nursing.  Her experience was gained as a Charge Nurse in the casualty ward at St Vincent’s Hospital, relieving Matron in a private hospital and a Sister (in charge) at No. 5A Base Hospital.  She was a member of the R.V.I.N.A. In 1909 and 1912 she was living at 1101 Hoddle Street, East Melbourne with the occupation of nurse.  

Nurse Justice joined the staff at No. 5 Base Hospital, St Kilda Road, Melbourne on July 15, 1915.

At thirty-one years of age she applied to enrol on March 28, 1916 with the Aust. Army Nursing Service for service on the No. 1 Hospital Ship.  In preparation for departure she made her Will which was lodged with the Service.  Her religious denomination was Catholic and next-of-kin was given as her mother Mrs T.H. Justice.

The No.2 Hospital Ship Kanowna sailed on April 1, 1916 from Sydney, NSW with Nurse Justice embarking from Melbourne (3rd M.D.) and the vessel arrived in England on August 26, 1916.  After a brief stay the ship departed on September 7, 1916 for the return voyage.

The following year she embarked on the Hospital Ship Kanowna possibly at the end of March docking at the Suez, Egypt.  On May 2, 1917 the ship sailed for London arriving about May 14, 1917.  Nurse Justice was detached from the Hospital Ship on May 28 and attached for Temporary duty to the No. 2 Aust. Auxiliary Hospital at Southall the next day. 

About six weeks later on July 13, 1917 she was reattached to the Kanowna for the return voyage to Australia.

The No.2 H.S. Kanowna sailed again on its seventh voyage from Sydney (2nd M.D.) on September 26, 1917 entering Avonmouth, England on November 28, 1917.  Nurse Justice left London Headquarters on December 14, 1917 for embarkation to Australia.  After being Struck off Strength from the Hospital Ship she returned to Melbourne (3rd M.D.) on February 25, 1918 for land duty.

Attestation Forms reveal on August 19, 1918 Mabel Justice enlisted for nursing duty with the A.A.N.S., A.I.F in India after spending three and a half years with the A.A.N.S.  She was thirty-four years old. Catholic was nominated as her faith and next-of-kin given as her father Thomas Holmes Justice of Jamieson, Vic.

A promotion to Sister was granted on September 25, 1918.  
She departed on the S.S. Malta from Sydney (2nd M.D.) on October 16, 1918 and disembarked at Bombay, India where she was posted to the 34th General Hospital at Deolali.  On March 8, 1919 a transferral to the Station Hospital was issued travelling to her destination on the S.S. Quetta.  After a six month posting Sister Justice was retransferred to Bombay on September 23, 1919 to be demobilised after completing her tour of duty.  Arrangements were made for her to embark from Bombay on November 9, 1919 for Australia via Singapore on the S.S. Kashgar.
On December 16, 1919 Base Records wrote to her father Mr Thomas Justice at Jamieson updating their memo of November 18, 1919 intimating that his daughter Sister M. Justice, A.A.N.S. had embarked from Bombay per the S.S. Kashgar.  
A revision of her travel plans were now to the effect that she had been transhipped at Singapore to the S.S. Charon on December 10, 1919 and due to arrive at Fremantle on December 21, 1919.  
As Fremantle was to be the only port-of-call his daughter would await a transport to Melbourne.  Any later information would be communicated.

Further advice was issued on January 17, 1920 from Base Records to her father that Sister M. Justice was now proceeding overland on 19/1/20 to Melbourne from Fremantle arriving about January 23, 1920.  On arrival she was to proceed direct to the Nurses’ Hostel, Grand Hotel, Spring Street, Melbourne. 
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The Nursing Sister was discharged in Melbourne (3rd M.D.) on July 18, 1920.

Sister Mabel Justice, A.A.N.S. was entitled to wear the British War Medal (49289) and the Victory Medal (48376) for service for her country.  

She collected her War Medal from Victoria Barracks, Melbourne on November 23, 1921.  The Victory Medal was returned unclaimed on May 10, 1923 and notification was dispatched on September 23, 1923.

In 1921 Mabel Justice, nurse, was living at Jamieson with her parents, sister Charlotte and brothers John and Ralph.  
Her residence in 1924 was at Jamieson, Vic listed as a nurse and later at 18 Redan Street, St Kilda with Home Duties.  In 1925 she was living at 30 Davis Street, Fawkner with mum, dad, John and Ralph.  Her Will was returned to the Registrar General on February 11, 1925.
In 1931 she was residing at 14 Seaview Crescent, Brighton, Melbourne and working as a nurse.  By 1934 she had moved to 241 Williams Road, Fawkner, still working as a nurse.

1937 Mabel was living at 92 Grey Street in St Kilda West and was listed as Home Duties.  
In October 1939 she undertook the position of honorary matron at the Regina Coell Hostel for Destitute Women, Flemington.

Her occupation in 1949 was a nurse dwelling at 11 Barnsbury Road, Toorak and in 1954 she and her brother, Rev. Thomas H. Justice, were living at 2/93 Balaclava Road, Camberwell.

The Electoral Rolls for 1963 through 1972 record Mabel Justice living at 3 Albion Street, Balaclava with no occupation.
Mabel Justice died on 23 February 1976 aged 91 years of age.
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[Mabel’s sister Charlotte De Lisgnan Justice (1886-1955) married Thomas Gerald Fogarty (1886-1944) in 1922.  Their daughter Mary married Gregory Higgins, believed to be the Mary & Greg of above notice.]
Mabel was buried on 25 February at Cheltenham Cemetery, grave 15*242*N.
She is commemorated with a DVA plaque at Cheltenham Memorial Park, Victoria:

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Addendum

Elizabeth Delia Gardiner (nee Justice) died in 1956 aged 84 years.  She was buried at Cheltenham Cemetery on 24 October 1956 at grave 34*244*N

Letitia Mary Justice married William Cornelius Moloney in 1909.  She died on 9 February 1913.
Mary Cecilia Justice married Wilfred Foulis Nathan in 1906.  Wilfred was a solicitor who died in 1921.  The couple had two children; Frank Justice Nathan born 17 April 1907 and Wilfred Thomas Nathan born 23 March 1923.  Mary Cecilia Nathan died on 3 April 1965.

TREATMENT OF NURSES


WERE THEY FORGOTTEN?


"We seem to have been forgotten by the authorities," was the opinion expressed by Sister Mabel Justice, one of a detachment of A.I.F. nurses who returned recently from India after a tedious trip or more than four months.  The detachment of nurses referred to, many of whom were returning to Australia on sick leave, was originally ordered to leave India in September.  Sister Justice, who was then stationed at Quetta, proceeded immediately to Calcutta to embark for Australia in the B.I.S.N. steamer Janus.


Through some misunderstanding no berths were available on the steamer, and it was not till November that a transport from India was secured.


At Singapore the nurses were ordered ashore to await transhipment to Australia.  This entailed another long delay.  Eventually berths were procured on the steamer Charon, on which they travelled as far as Fremantle, under, it is alleged, most uncomfortable conditions. 


At West Australia, on account of the engineers' strike, another long delay occurred.  Representations were made


to the West Australian Government to put an extra carriage on the transcontinental railway to convey them to the


Eastern States, but four weeks passed before berths were secured.


With several other companions, Sister Justice arrived in Melbourne on January 24, much to the relief of their relatives. 


In the early part of the war Sister Justice served on the hospital ship Kanowna.  When the vessel was dismantled Sister Justice was sent to India, in which country she served for fifteen months.
