CAPTAIN LESLIE STUART KIDD

Medical Officer - Royal Army Medical Corps / 3rd Tunnelling Company

Leslie Stuart Kidd was born at Northcote, Victoria on January 4, 1880 the son of James Swan and Edith Mary (nee Candy) Kidd.  His education was received at Wesley College with matriculation at Kings College.  Results were published in the: 


He chose a medical career and studied at the University of Melbourne with some of his end of year results appearing in the Melbourne newspapers:


He graduated in 1905 with a degree of Bachelor of Medicine MB and in 1906 achieved his Bachelor of Surgery BS.  The following year went to the Adelaide Hospital as resident doctor and was appointed Government Pathologist.  News of his appointment was printed in:

 
He returned to Victoria to set up his medical practice and was residing at Gavin Street, Bright in 1909.  After studying further for his research degree of physician he attained the higher level of MD – Doctor of Medicine in 1910.

Four years later he married Winifred Gordon Tulloh on December 2, 1914 with their wedding described in the:  

He enlisted for active service abroad but it is not known if he applied for service with the Australian Imperial Forces and was rejected.   Leave of absence of medical duties was granted early in 1916 as announced in:


He received a Commission as Captain with the Royal Army Medical Corps about March, 1916 to serve with the Australian Voluntary Hospital at Boulogne, France.  Medical service transfers gave him duties at the Queen Alexandra Hospital at Millbank and then in the field with the 72nd Field Ambulance and was attached for a time as Medical Officer to the No. 3 Tunnelling Company.  In December, 1917 he was injured going back to England where his address was listed as Curzon Hotel, Mayfair and later care of Laughton McKay, 750 Lewis Street, London before returning home to Australia.

Dr Kidd moved to Castlemaine, Vic to set up his practice and was residing at Edward Street, Castlemaine.  By February, 1918 was appointed Resident Surgeon to the Castlemaine Hospital.  News of the changeover was reported in the:

For serving his country he was entitled to the British War Medal and the Victory Medal.

On June 5, 1920 he applied to England for his war medals and on July 26, 1920 his current address was noted to be Edward Street, Castlemaine, Victoria, Australia.

His wife passed away on May 23, 1926 aged 41 years which was announced in:


The following year on August 31, 1927 he married Winsome Steele, daughter of David and Elspeth Steele.    

He became a Fellow of the Royal Australasian College of Surgeons FRACS in 1928.

In 1931 they are living at 11 Murphy Street, Elsternwick where he worked as a medical practitioner.  During his time there he was elected with the Office Bearers for the Freemason’s Homes as one of their Honorary Medical Officers. 

On May 7, 1947 Dr Kidd FRACS of Prince Henry’s Hospital was a member of the Anti-Cancer Council of Victoria.

They were registered from 1949 to 1963 living at 19 Carn Street, N21, Balaclava, Vic and his specialised profession was a gynaecologist and obstetrician.  In 1968 their retirement was spent at Highbotham Street, Brighton, Vic.

Leslie Stuart Kidd died on January 24, 1970 at Brighton, Vic at 90 years of age.  A family announcement was placed in:
