Left for France, 24th February, 1917 and was in action at Hill 60, Messines Ridge, St Eloid, Ypres, Bullecourt, Amiens, Hamel, Villiers Brettoneaux, and on until the Armistice was signed.  He went with his brother on the Army of Occupation until April, 1919, when they both left for Australia, and arrived about 8th June, 1919.

Working in the Mount Morgan Gold Mines before enlisting.  Enlisted with his brother Alfred at Mount Morgan, 16th March, 1916, and went into Enoggera Camp, attached to the 1st Tunnellers.  Left for England 25th October, 1916, and arrived January, 1917.  Left for France, and was with his brother all through the battles that he was in.  Went with the army of occupation in Belgium, until April, 1919, when he left for Australia and arrived about June, 1919.
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
