SAPPER ERNEST FRENCH PASCOE
665 – 2nd Tunnelling Company
Ernest French Pascoe stated he was born in Long Gully, Bendigo, Victoria in 1885 the second son of James and Mary Ann (nee French) Pascoe.  He became a miner.
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The following was published in the:

From 1912 he was listed as a miner residing at Arms Street, Long Gully.

He was injured at work which was reported in the:
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At the recruiting depot at Casula camp, near Liverpool, New South Wales on 19 February, 1915 the thirty year old single miner applied to enlist for active service abroad and passed the medical examination.  Personal particulars from his Attestation Forms give his height of 168cms (5ft 6ins), weighing 66.3kgs (146lbs) with a chest expansion of 84-89cms (33-35ins) and had a medium complexion with blue eyes and dark hair.  Methodist was his religious faith.  Next-of-kin nominated was initially his father James Pascoe but changed to his mother Mary Ann Pascoe of 18 Arms Street, Long Gully, Bendigo, Vic.  He signed and took the Oath of Enlistment the same day.
Basic training commenced and on October 30, 1915 was allotted to the No. 2 Company of the Mining Corps.  His rank was Sapper with the regimental number 665.

At a civic parade in the Domain, Sydney on Saturday February 19, 1916, a large crowd of relations and friends of the departing Miners lined the four sides of the parade ground.  Sixty police and 100 Garrison Military Police were on hand to keep the crowds within bounds.  
The scene was an inspiriting one. On the extreme right flank, facing the saluting base, were companies of the Rifle Club School; next came a detachment of the 4th King’s Shropshire Light Infantry, then the bands of the Light Horse, Liverpool Depot, and the Miners’ on the left, rank upon rank, the Miners’ Battalion.  

The Corps boarded HMAT A38 Ulysses in Sydney, NSW on February 20 and sailed for the European theatre.  Arriving in Melbourne, Victoria on February 22 the Miners camped at Broadmeadows for a stay of 7 days while further cargo was loaded. 

Another parade was held at the Broadmeadows camp on March 1, the Miners’ Corps being inspected by the Governor-General, as Commander-in-Chief of the Commonwealth military forces. 

Leaving Melbourne on March 1, Ulysses arrived at Fremantle, Western Australia on March 7 where a further 53 members were taken on board.  On Wednesday March 8, 1916 the whole force, with their band and equipment, paraded at Fremantle prior to leaving Victoria Quay at 9.30 o’clock.

The ship hit a reef when leaving Fremantle harbour, stripping the plates for 40 feet and, although there was a gap in the outside plate, the inner bilge plates were not punctured.  The men on board nicknamed her ‘Useless’.  The Miners were off-loaded and sent to the Blackboy Hill Camp where further training was conducted.  The Mining Corps comprised 1303 members at the time they embarked with a Headquarters of 40; No.1 Company – 390; No.2 Company – 380; No.3 Company – 392, and 101 members of the 1st Reinforcements.

Finally departing Fremantle on April 1, Ulysses voyaged via Suez, Port Said and Alexandria in Egypt.  The Captain of the ship was reluctant to take Ulysses out of the Suez Canal because he felt the weight of the ship made it impossible to manoeuvre in the situation of a submarine attack.  The troops were transhipped to HM Transport B.1 Ansonia, then on to Valetta, Malta before disembarking at Marseilles, France on May 5, 1916.  As a unit they entrained at Marseilles on May 7 and detrained on May 11 at Hazebrouck.

A ‘Mining Corps’ did not fit in the British Expeditionary Force, and the Corps was disbanded and three Australian Tunnelling Companies were formed.  The Technical Staff of the Corps Headquarters, plus some technically qualified men from the individual companies, was formed into the entirely new Australian Electrical and Mechanical Mining and Boring Company (AEMMBC), better known as the ‘Alphabetical Company’.

There are no Unit Diaries for the 2nd Tunnelling Company from August to December, 1916 but at the end of July, 1916 they were working in the Armentieres and Cordonniere sectors, France.

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The following photograph was taken of nineteen soldiers from the No. 2 Company, Aust. Mining Corps photographed in France on their return from their shift on 21 August, 1916.  William Babington Dynes identified them as:
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The No. 2 Company was officially transferred to the 2nd Tunnelling Company on 29 December, 1916.
Service continued without illness or injury and was issued with Blue Chevrons to wear on his uniform for serving twelve months abroad.

His family’s parents and sons were recognised for their gallant duty for their country which was reported in the:
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Leave from France was granted from 20 January, 1918 and rejoined his unit on February 8.

Sapper was with his unit when Peace was declared and the Tunnelling Companies remained on the front as part of the Army of Occupation assisting with rehabilitation of their district by clearing roads and bridges of booby traps and delayed action mines left by the enemy.

He was paid in France on 1 March, 1919.

On 30 March, 1919 he went sick to the 5th 6th and 7th Aust Field Ambulance with scabies (a skin irritation caused by Itch Mite whose eggs are laid under the skin’s outer layer) on 1 April, 1919 and discharged to duty on April 14 joining his unit two days later.

Orders were received on 10 May, 1919 to report to the Aust Base Depot to prepare for demobilisation.  They marched out on May 16 crossed the English Channel disembarking at Southampton and arrived at No. 2 Group camp at Sutton Veny the next day.

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After demobilisation Sapper Pascoe embarked for Australia on 7 July, 1919 on board H.T. Chemnitz.  Base Records advised his next-of-kin on July 31 that he was returning home.  News of their impending arrival was published in the:

Their arrival was covered in the:
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Military Discharge was issued in Melbourne (3rd Military District) on 28 October, 1919 on termination of his period of enlistment.
Later that year he was listed at 18 Arms Street, Long Gully working as a miner.

The British War Medal (35244) and the Victory Medal (34988) were issued for serving his country to Sapper 665 Ernest French Pascoe, 2nd Tunnelling Company.

The War Medal was collected and signed for at Victoria Barracks, Melbourne on 2 March, 1922 and the Victory Medal from the same place on 30 May, 1922.

In 1925 he was mining at Waitchie, Wimmera, Vic where he remained.  In 1936 he was at School Ground, Rae Street, Long Gully working as a labourer.

Ernest French Pascoe passed away aged 52 years on 23 July, 1936 with his death registered at Bendigo.  Interment took place in the Monumental portion of Bendigo Cemetery within section 6 in grave no. 30587.

The Melbourne Branch of the Repatriation Commission requested a Statement of his Service from Base Records which was forwarded on 21 August, 1936.

His brothers also served.

PRIVATE RICHARD STANLEY PASCOE
1705 – 9th Battalion
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Richard Stanley Pascoe was the third son of James Thomas and Mary Ann (nee French) Pascoe who was born in Bendigo, Victoria about 1890.  He was employed for some time at Messrs Wilkins and Jones (later became J.B. Wilkins) at Charing Cross, Bendigo.  He was a tailor by trade and went to Queensland where he married on 12 March, 1913 to Clara Bergemann and took up residence at Lowood.
At the recruiting depot in Brisbane on 19 February, 1916 the married twenty-six year old tailor applied to enlist for active service abroad passing the medical examination.  Enlistment forms describe him as 163cms (5ft 4ins) tall, weighing 50kgs (110lbs) with a chest expansion of 80-87cms (31½-34ins) and a dark complexion, brown eyes and black hair.  
Both his little fingers contracted inwards. Religion was Methodist and next-of-kin nominated was his wife Mrs Clara Pascoe of Walter Street, Lowood and allotted three-fifths of his pay in support of her and their child.  He was sworn in the same day.

Basic training commenced at Enoggera, Brisbane with the 11th Depot Battalion from 7 March until April 12, 1916 moving to the 1st Reinforcements to the 42nd Battalion.  His rank was Private with the regimental number 1705.

The Reinforcements departed from Sydney on 5 June, 1916 on the transport HMAT A30 Borda to Alexandria, Egypt then left on 12 July to Southampton, England arriving on 23 July, 1916.

After further training in England the troops left for France on 9 September, 1916 to join the 9th Battalion in the field. 

He was wounded in action on the first occasion receiving a gunshot wound to the left buttock on 20 April, 1917 leaving France for treatment in England and returned to his unit on 6 November, 1917.  

Wounded for the 2nd time suffered a shell wound to his back on 21 June, 1918 rejoining his unit on 28 July.  His name was listed in the Casualty List appearing in the:
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The third occasion was a gunshot wound to his thigh on 11 August, 1918 and invalided on the hospital ship Aberdonian to England where he was when Peace was declared and rejoined his unit on 29 November, 1918.

He returned to Australia on the H.T. Nestor leaving Liverpool, England on 26 May, 1919 and docked in Sydney on July 4 then to Brisbane arriving on 6 July, 1919.

Military Discharge was issued in Brisbane (1st Military District) on 20 August, 1919 on termination of his period of enlistment.  For serving his country Private 1705 Richard Stanley Pascoe received the British War Medal (18736) and the Victory Medal (18287).

His address was listed from 1925 as a tailor at Lowood.

Richard Stanley Pascoe died on 4 October, 1955 aged 66 years and was buried in Lowood Cemetery in plot L in grave no. 212.
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PRIVATE JOHN ADRIAN PASCOE
4561 – Depot Battalion
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The fourth son of John Thomas and Mary Ann (nee French) Pascoe was born in Sandhurst, Bendigo, Victoria about 1891.  In 1914 he was a blacksmith residing at 10 Rae Street, Long Gully.  In 1915 he was at 2 John Street, Footscray and a bootmaker.

At the recruiting depot in Bendigo on 10 July, 1915 the twenty-four year old married bootmaker applied to enlist for active service abroad and passed the medical examination.  
Particulars taken reveal he was 160cms (5ft 3½ins) tall, weighed 51.8kgs (112lbs) with a chest expansion of 83-89cms (32½-35ins).  Dark was his complexion with brown eyes and dark brown hair.  Religious faith was Methodist.  Next-of-kin nominated was his wife Laura Pascoe of 214 Don Street, Bendigo and allotted three-fifths of his pay in support of her and their children.  
He took the Oath of Allegiance on 14 July, 1915.

Acknowledgement to the departing volunteers was published in the:

Basic training commenced with the 16th Depot Battalion until 9 December, 1915 and transferred to the 14th Reinforcements to the 7th Battalion.

He went sick on 18 December, 1915 to the Clearing Hospital at Broadmeadows camp, Melbourne for bronchial-asthma returning to duty after two days.  Hospitalised again from 12 January, 1916 for three days with the same illness then sent to the Convalescent Hospital in Sandringham to recover for another nine days.

He appeared before the Medical Board on January 25, 1916 at the Showgrounds camp at Ascot Vale and his Statement of Case reads:

He was at Ascot Vale Clearing hospital from January 24 to February 5, 1916 then sent to 224 McIntyre Street, Ironbank, Bendigo with other invalids to recover.
He was discharged medically unfit and was ineligible for any war service medals.

In 1919 he was a bootmaker at 94 Charles Street, Footscray and in 1925 was at 89 Stanley Street, South Brisbane, Queensland with his wife.  From 1928 they were at Victoria Street, Oxley and working as a boot repairer.  In 1943 he was unemployed at 24 Bayless Street, Toowong.

John Adrian Pascoe died on 30 March, 1946 aged about 55 years.  Announcement and arrangements were published in the:

PRIVATE WILLIAM HEDLEY PASCOE

1706 – 9th Battalion
William Hedley Pascoe was the fifth son of James Thomas & Mary Ann (nee French) Pascoe born in Bendigo, Victoria in 1892.  He went to Queensland with his brother Richard and also married there on 30 October, 1913 to Alvenie Auguste Molkentein and were residing at Church Street, Lowood.
A newspaper article in Bendigo stated prior to enlisting he was a grocer in Queensland.

He accompanied his brother Richard to Brisbane where they enlisted on 19 February, 1916 at the recruiting office there.

Described in Attestation papers as a twenty-three year old married carter standing 165cms (5ft 5ins) tall, weighing 54.5kgs (120lbs) with a chest expansion of 85-93cms (33½-36½ins) having a dark complexion and dark brown hair and his hazel eyes passed the eye test with very poor vision in both eyes.  He had four vaccination scars on his left arm.  
Methodist was his religious faith.  Next-of-kin nominated was his wife Mrs Alvina Amelia Pascoe of Church Street, Lowood and allotted three-fifths of his pay in support of her.   He declared to serve his Sovereign the same day.

Basic training commenced with the 11th Depot Battalion from March 7, 1916 to April 12 then assigned to the 1st Reinforcement to the 42nd Battalion.  His rank was Private with the regimental number 1706.
The transport HMAT A30 Borda took them from Sydney, New South Wales on 5 June, 1916 to Alexandria, Egypt then the troops were transported on 12 July for Southampton, England arriving on July 28, 1916.  Marching into camp for further training they proceeded to France on 9 September to join the 9th Battalion from Etaples.

On 23 October, 1916 he went sick with fever and sent to the 2nd Stationary Hospital and when well went to the 1st Aust Divisional Base Depot on 24 November and rejoined his unit on 8 March, 1917.

He went to the 2nd Army School on 12 August, 1917 and rejoined his Battalion in Belgium on 15 September, 1917.  Leave to the United Kingdom was taken from November 19, 1917 and returned on December 8.  He was still serving when Peace was declared.

On 5 January, 1919 was transferred to the 3rd Aust Infantry Brigade Headquarters and taken on strength to complete establishment.  He marched in from France on 3 April, 1919 disembarking at Southampton arriving at the Overseas Training Brigade camp.

After demobilisation Private Pascoe embarked for Australia on 12 May, 1919 from Devonport, England on the H.T. Soudan.  
Base Records advised his wife on June 6 he was on his way home.  The ship docked in Sydney (2nd Military District) on June 30 and he arrived in Brisbane on July 4.
Military Discharge was issued in Brisbane (1st M.D.) on 18 August, 1919 as medically unfit.

Private 1706 William Hedley Pascoe, 9th Battalion was issued to wear the British War Medal (18735) and the Victory Medal (18286) for serving his country.

In 1919 his address was care of Crawfords, Russell Street, Oxley with his occupation as a labourer.  In 1925 he was a factory worker at Lowood listed up to 1954 when it changed to Prospect Street, Lowood and worked as a cleaner.

William Hedley Pascoe passed away on 3 August, 1961 aged 68 years.  Burial took place in Lowood cemetery within section L in grave no. 214.


PRIVATE ALFRED PERCY PASCOE

3183 – 25th Battalion


Alfred Percy Pascoe was born in Bendigo, Victoria in 1894 the sixth son of James Thomas and Mary Ann (nee French) Pascoe.   He was educated at the State School, Long Gully and gained military experience with Senior Cadets for three years.  He stated he served an apprenticeship of two years which was under Mr H. Martin of View Street, Bendigo.  He was a grocer by trade and moved to Queensland as did his older brothers.

At the recruiting depot in Brisbane on 20 September, 1915 the twenty-one year old applied to enlist for active service abroad and passed the medical examination.  Attestation forms were completed and describe him as 159cms (5ft 2½ins) tall, weighing 53kgs (117lbs) with a chest expansion of 86-92cms (34-36ins).  Complexion was dark with good vision in his blue eyes and had black hair.  Religion was Church of England and nominated his mother Mary Ann Pascoe of 18 Arms Street, Long Gully, Bendigo, Vic as next-of-kin.  The Oath of Enlistment was taken the same day.

Basic training commenced until December 23, 1915 when allotted to the 7th Reinforcement to the 25th Battalion who embarked from Brisbane (1st Military District) on December 30 on board HMAT Itonus.  His rank was Private with the regimental number 3183.





       
The transport docked at the Suez and the troops disembarked.  In March, 1916 he was at the Garrison Camp in Zietoun before embarking on H.T. Oriana on March 21 to join the Expeditionary Forces in France and they disembarked at Marseilles, France on 27 March, 1916.
On 24 April, 1916 he was taken on strength with the 25th Battalion at Armentieres.
After the battle of Pozieres on 29 July, 1916 he was reported missing in action.

There is a notation on his card that he was buried ½ mile north, north east of Pozieres 4¾ miles north east of Albert.

His mother was notified he was reported missing on September 15, 1916 and a copy of his service was made for the Pension Department.  
His mother was granted a Pension from 15 November, 1916 of one pound and fourteen shillings per fortnight to her address at 18 Arms Street, Long Gully, Bendigo.

The Red Cross Society in England were active in seeking information on missing soldiers and prisoners of war and located information on her son which they sent to her in a letter dated 6 July, 1917.  Their extract from the informant gave the following information: 
Later that month a Court of Inquiry was held on 25 July, 1917 when his status was changed to have been killed in action on that date.
His personal effects were sent home on the transport Barambah on 18 April, 1918.

His parents James and Mary Ann Pascoe moved to Brisbane and then to Lowood sometime after 1919.  

For his supreme sacrifice Private 3183 Alfred Percy Pascoe, 25th Battalion was issued the British War Medal (29810) and the Victory Medal (29628) in service for his country.  
The War Medal was sent on 18 January, 1922 to the Commandant 1st Military District for distribution and the Victory Medal was posted on 14 February, 1923.

His War Memorabilia was sent to his mother with the Memorial Scroll (328111) going out on 15 February, 1922 and the Memorial Plaque (328111) on 4 September, 1922.

His name can be located in the Commemorative area at the Australian War Memorial on panel no. 105.

To complete the family who served their sister Nellie Maud Pascoe born in Sandhurst, Bendigo, Vic in 1888 married in 1905 at Boulder, Western Australia to Christopher Skeffington Crawford, born Gympie, Queensland who also enlisted in Brisbane on 10 August, 1915 and saw active service as 6392 Driver/Lance Corporal Crawford, 3rd Field Ambulance.  He returned to Australia on 27 May, 1919 and was discharged in Brisbane on 29 July, 1919 on termination of his period of enlistment.

Continues:


The transport Prinz Ludwig arrived shortly after 3 o’clock, and the men were conveyed immediately to the Sturt-street depot.  In connection with both debarkations, the troops were welcomed at the pier by the State Commandant (Brigadier General C.H. Brand), who was accompanied in the morning by the Assistant Minister for Defence (Mr G.H. Wise).  As they have done throughout the war, motorist responded well to the appeal for cars, and the ‘finalisation’ arrangements at the depot left nothing to be desired.  Tasmanian troops were medically examined and provided with accommodation at the Domain camp pending their return to the southern State.  New South Wales and Queensland troops who also returned yesterday, were given leave of absence for a few hours, and resumed their journey by boat last evening.
