QUINTRELL BROTHERS
SAPPER PERCY QUINTRELL

5813 – 3rd Tunnelling Company

Percy Quintrell was born on 17 June, 1891 at Cross Roads, Moonta, South Australia the son of Edward (died 1914) and Annie Grace (nee Waters) Quintrell.
At the recruiting depot in Kadina, S.A. on 17 April, 1916 the single twenty-four-year-old miner applied to enlist for active service abroad and passed the medical examination three days after his brother had enlisted.  Attestation forms describe him as 175cms (5ft 9ins) tall, weighing 70kgs (154lbs) with a chest measurement of 89cms (35ins) and a dark complexion with brown eyes and dark brown hair.  Methodist was his religion.  
Next-of-kin nominated was his widowed mother Grace Quintrell of Cross Roads, Moonta, S.A. and Miss Phillis May Quintrell of the same address.  The Oath of Allegiance was signed and taken two days later.

Basic training commenced joining his brother in A Company, 2nd Depot Battalion from 4 May, 1916 until May 15 and sent to the Base Engineers, Mitcham.  The new recruits’ movements were reported in the:
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On 27 June was transferred to the Tunnellers Reinforcement camp at Seymour, Victoria and later allotted to the June, 1917 Reinforcements.  His rank was Sapper with the regimental number 5813.
Names to appear on the Moonta Roll of Honour were published in the:
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The 516 Reinforcements departed Melbourne, Victoria on October 25, 1916 at 1.30pm aboard the transport HMAT A38 Ulysses.  The Australian coastline disappeared from view on October 30, 1916 with the port of Durban reached at 11.30am on November 13, 1916.  Windy weather was experienced going around the Cape and arrived at Cape Town at 7am on November 19.  Sierra Leone was the next port of call but their departure was delayed until December 14, 1916 as it was not safe to proceed further.  Arrived at Plymouth, England on December 28, 1916 after 65 days at sea, with the troops disembarking at 1.30pm and detrained to the station at Tidworth and marched in to Perham Downs the following day for further training for the front at the Aust. Details Camp.

The Reinforcements left Folkstone for France on 29 January, 1917 on board S.S. Onward arriving at the Aust General Base Depot the next day.  On 6 February, 1917 was taken on strength with the 3rd Tunnelling Company who were driving in all faces in the Hill 70 mining system under difficult conditions.  Bad ventilation and long tunnels prevented a natural flow of fresh air and ventilation by hand-powered air pumps was resorted to.  Wet conditions also hampered their progress.

News of their arrival was recorded in the After War Report of the Company as follows:
“On 6/2/17 2/Lt Trebilcock reported with a draft of 95 O.R. as reinforcements.”

Mining was still continued at Hill 70, in the Cameron Alley Sector.  Enemy timber was salvaged from galleries & shafts & a system of dugouts & T.M.E. undertaken in new areas.

Sapper was wounded in action on 3 May, 1917 receiving a gunshot wound to his right leg and taken to the 1st North Midland Field Ambulance then onto the 50th Casualty Clearing Station.

The After War Report records the following:

“On 3/5/17 5813 Spr. Quintrell, P. was wounded.” 
On 5 May, 1917 was transferred to the 7th General Hospital at St Omer for further treatment until 10 June and sent to the Aust General Base Depot for Base Details but re-joined his unit the following day.
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Base Records advised the following to next-of-kin by Telegram:

Sapper was again wounded in action of 27 July, 1917 for the second occasion suffering effects of gas poisoning from a gas shell attack and taken to the 18th Casualty Clearing Station the on July 31 left by Barge no.108 for the 7th General Hospital at St Omer.

The Unit’s After War Report stated the following:
“On 27/7/17 6642 Spr. Ryan J.B. was wounded at Hill 70 and the following slightly gassed on 28/7/17:

4422 Spr. McLean, T.D.

1230 Spr. Keavin, E.

5844 Spr. Tainsh, H.

5813 Spr. Quintrell, P.

4240 Spr. Hansson, H.J.H.”
Base Records advised his daughter on 6 August, 1917 and begged to advise it was now reported Sapper P. Quintrell was suffering from gas poisoning, second occasion, but remaining on duty.

He was transferred on 9 August, 1917 to the 7th Convalescent Depot at Boulogne then discharged to Base Details on August 14 at the A.G.B.D. in Rouelles and re-joined his unit on August 30.
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His name was among those listed as wounded in the:

Blue Chevrons were issued to wear on his uniform for serving twelve months abroad on 25 October, 1917.

He reported sick on 31 March, 1918 with bronchitis to the 102nd Field Ambulance then progressed to the 33rd Casualty Clearing Station and transferred by barge on 3 April, 1918 to the 7th Canadian Stationary Hospital in Havre.  On 8 April was moved to the 1st Convalescent Depot with D.A.H. (disordered action of heart) in Boulogne.
The Kalgoorlie Ladies Committee sent gifts of comfort to members of the 3rd Tunnelling Company and the recipients each signed the Thank you letter which was reprinted in the:
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Was transferred on 27 April, 1918 the D.D.M.S. at Havre until discharged to the Base Depot on 15 May from the 1st Convalescent Depot.
Further discipline was issued for the following:

Marched out from Rouelles on 10 June, 1918 to the Medical Board at Base Depot Havre with B2 debility and returned to England the following day marching into the No. 2 Command Depot at Weymouth due to D.A.H.
On 19 June was sent to No. 4 Command Depot at Hurdcott until reported Absent without leave on 2 August and the following dealt with:

A.W.L.  from 10 p.m. 2/8/18 to 8 a.m. 11/8/18

Marched out to the Overseas Training Brigade at Deverill on 2 September, 1918 and proceeded overseas to France from Southampton arriving at the Aust General Base Depot in Rouelles on 24 September, 1918 and re-joined his unit on 29 September.

He was with his unit when Peace was declared and the Tunnelling Companies remained on the front as part of the Army of Occupation assisting with rehabilitation of their unit by clearing roads and bridges of booby traps and delayed action mines left by the enemy.

His last pay was in France on 31 January, 1919.  Orders were received to report to the Aust Infantry Base Depot on 27 March, 1919 and left for England on 2 April marching into the No. 3 Group camp at Codford the next day to await his voyage home.

After demobilisation Sapper Quintrell embarked for Australia on 11 May, 1919 on board H.T. Borda.  Base Records advised his next-of-kin on 8 June that he was on his way home.

Percy Quintrell was discharged from the A.I,F. on 1 August 1919, enitled to the British War Medal (17783) and the Victory Medal (17601).

Returned soldiers were given a welcome home at the mines also reported in the:

Less than four months after his return home Percy Quintrell passed away unexpectedly on 17 December, 1919 in the Wallaroo hospital due to lockjaw and blood poisoning [tetanus] contracted through cuts to his hands.  Announcements were made in the:


Interment took place in West 24 portion of Moonta Cemetery within family plot 8 officiated by Rev. Carne.

In December 1920 a newspaper article on the unveiling of the Soldiers’ War Memorial at Moonta mentioned of his name.

His brother also served.

SAPPER STANLEY QUINTRELL

7065 – 2nd Tunnelling Company
Stanley Quintrell was born in Cross Roads, near Moonta, South Australia on 23 March, 1889 the son of Edward (died 1914) and Annie Grace (nee Waters) Quintrell.  He became a miner at the Moonta and Wallaroo Mining Company.

At the recruiting depot in Kadina, S.A. he was the first Quintrell brother to enlist for active service abroad and passed the medical examination on 13 April, 1916.  Forms of Attestation describe him as single, twenty-seven years old, standing 169cms (5ft 6½ins) tall, weighing 68kgs (150lbs) with a chest expansion of 83-89cms (32½-35ins) having a fair complexion, grey eyes and light brown hair.  Methodist was his faith.  Next-of-kin nominated was his mother Mrs Annie Grace Quintrell of Cross Roads, Moonta, S.A.  The Oath of Enlistment was signed and taken the same day.

Basic training commenced with A Coy, 2nd Depot Battalion from 1 May, 1916 until May 16.  Movements of the recruits was published in the:

Names to appear on the Moonta Roll of Honour were published in the:


He was then moved to the Base Engineers to 26 June.  The following day was transferred to the training camp of the Tunnelling Company at Seymour, Victoria until transferred sick to the hospital at Langwarrin where he remained a patient until discharged on 20 January, 1917 back to Seymour camp.  Was placed with the February, 1917 Reinforcements to the Tunnelling Companies on February 27 and continued training until May 10.  
In preparation for departure Military Authorities noted his Will was held with them.  His rank was Sapper with the regimental number 7065.
The transport HMAT A9 Shropshire embarked from Melbourne, Vic on May 11, 1917 with 168 members of the February Reinforcements on board.  Sapper Quintrell left Australian waters from Fremantle harbour and after crossing the Indian Ocean the ship docked at Durban, South Africa.  Next Port-of-call was Capetown to refuel about June 21, followed by another stopover at an unrecorded harbour would have completed the trip-sheet. After being at sea for 70 days the voyage terminated at Plymouth, England on July 19, 1917.  The three officers and 165 other ranks were detrained to Tidworth while two were hospitalised at Plymouth while the remainder marched into Nos 1 and 3 Details camp at Parkhouse.  The Reinforcements proceeded to France on 18 August, 1917 from Southampton arriving the next day at the Aust General Base Depot in Rouelles.  

On 3 September, 1917 marched out to the 1st Anzac Entrenching Battalion which was an advanced section of the Base Depot that organised works near the lines and through duties, usually of ten days duration, would accustom the reinforcements to war conditions before being assigned to a company in the field.  
While serving there was wounded in action on 14 September, 1917 initially reported as a bomb fragment to his right knee and taken to the 1st Aust Field Ambulance then moved to the Casualty Clearing Station the next day.  On 24 September, 1917 entered the 83rd General Hospital in Boulogne and invalided to England being admitted to the Bevan Military Hospital in Sandgate the following day diagnosed with gunshot wound right knee. 
Base Records regretted to advise his mother on 5 October, 1917 that it was reported that Sapper had been wounded in action on 14 September and further information was sent of his admittance to the Bevan Military Hospital, England on 24/9/17 suffering from a gunshot wound to his right knee.  His address for correspondence was also included.

On 10 October was transferred to the 3rd Aust Auxiliary Hospital in Dartford then discharged to furlough on October 13 and report to the No. 3 Command Depot at Hurdcott on October 27.
Back home in Moonta the mayor reported the following and published in the:

Sapper arrived as ordered and on October 28 the medical board classified him with B1a1 debility and again on 7 November with B1a2 debility and a week later on November 13 he was given B1a3 debility.  
His name was among those soldiers listed in the 346th Casualty List published in the:

On 20 November and December 12 was still B1a3 debility until 2 January, 1918 was fitter to be classed with B3 debility being sent to the Overseas Training Depot at Deverill arriving two days later.

On 8 January, 1918 proceeded overseas from Southampton to France marching into the Aust General Base Depot at Rouelles then proceeded to the Aust Corps Depot at Caestre on March 11, 1918.  On 13 March was attached to the 2nd Tunnelling Company in the field and taken on strength two days later.  Heavy shelling occurred at Trecault and centres of Metz, Ytres Station and Royaucourt.
The Unit Diary of the 2nd Tunnelling Company recorded their arrival as follows:

“15/3/18   20 further reinforcements marched in from Aust Corps Depot.  
Enemy activity still intense, 60,000 gas shells fired on Corps front.”

In the weekly progress report of the 2nd Tunnelling Company for the week ending 20 March, 1918 men were working on Artillery Dugouts in hard chalk for the Corps Heavy Artillery but owning to the loss of 3 officers and 179 other ranks through gas all work was stopped and the section transferred to work in the Battle Zone.

Leave to Paris was granted and taken from 31 October, 1918 and returned to duty on 10 November, 1918.

The following day Peace was declared and the Tunnelling Companies remained on the front as part of the Army of Occupation assisting with rehabilitation of their districts by clearing roads and bridges of booby traps and delayed action mines left by the enemy.

Further leave from France was taken from 23 January to 3 February, 1919 and returned to duty on February 12.

Orders were received to report to the Aust Base Depot 1 and they marched out for England on 26 April, 1919 and arrived a day later at No. 2 Group camp to await their voyage home.
After demobilisation Sapper Quintrell embarked for Australia on 5 June, 1919 on board H.T. Mahia.  Base Records advised his mother on 2 July that he was returning home.  

His name was on the list of soldiers returning published in the:


The troopship docked in Melbourne (3rd Military District) on 17 July with news of their impending arrival published in the:
Their Melbourne arrival was reported in the:


Military Discharge was issued in Adelaide (4th M.D.) on 17 August, 1919 on termination of his period of enlistment.  Sapper 7065 Stanley Quintrell, 2nd Tunnelling Company as issued for serving his country with the British War Medal (19985) and the Victory Medal (19586).

His Will was returned to the 4th Military District, Adelaide on 6 October, 1919.

In December 1920 a newspaper article on the unveiling of the Soldiers’ War Memorial at Moonta mentioned of his name.

He married at the Salvation Army Citadel, Adelaide on 13 January, 1921 to Gladys Irene Pearl Jacka.

In 1924 he was working as a linesman and the couple resided at 10 Tarragon Street, Mile End.

The Adelaide branch of the Repatriation Commission requested a copy of his service records from Base Records and forwarded these on 7 April, 1930.

His name was mentioned in a 1936 article about Wallaroo mining and published in the: 
In 1939 he was a labourer at North Yelta and in 1941 at Whyalla.  Three years later illness forced his retirement and in 1947 were listed at Gardiner Street, Moonta.

Stanley Quintrell passed away suddenly on 31 October, 1957 aged 68 years at Moonta.  Interment took place the next day in the East 20 portion of Moonta Cemetery in plot 29 with Rev. Smith officiating and arrangements by Skinner Funeral Directors.  The following Obituary was published in the:

LATE PRIVATE P. QUINTRELL


The death of Private Percy Quintrell, of Cross Roads, occurred at the Wallaroo hospital on Wednesday morning last after a brief but severe illness.  The cause of death was lockjaw and blood poisoning.  The deceased some few days ago was attempting to open a bottle when he sustained severe cuts to both hands through the bottle bursting.  


Serious complications developed and the deceased was removed to the Wallaroo hospital, where he quietly passed away on Wednesday.  Private Quintrell had served with the A.I.F. and was a son of the late Mr Edward and Mrs Quintrell of Cross Roads. He was 28½ years of age and was single.  Several brothers, one which also served with the A.I.F., and sister are living at home with their widowed mother, for whom the greatest sympathy is felt.  The funeral on Thursday was attended by some 30 to 40 returned soldiers, and the coffin was draped with the Union Jack and the Australian Flay.  The Rev A.H. Carne, assisted by the Cross Roads Methodist Church choir, conducted the funeral service.  The Rev. H. Woolnough, also of the A.I.F. spoke on behalf of the returned soldiers.


The undertaking arrangements were carried out by Mr C.E. Major.





Daily Herald Tuesday December 23, 1919:


DEATH OF A RETURNED SOLDIER


The death of Mr Percy Quintrell, son of Mrs E. Quintrell, of Cross roads, Wallaroo, occurred last week.  It was due to a simple accident, which occurred during the previous week.  He was opening a bottle when it burst and cut his hands severely.  Mr T.H. Cook administered first-aid, and medical aid was called.  Symptoms of lock-jaw setting in he was removed to the Wallaroo Hospital.  He appeared to be recovering from the attack of lock-jaw, but blood poisoning set in, and he died on Wednesday morning.  Deceased, who was in his 29th year and was unmarried, had seen considerable fighting while on active service with the A.I.F. at the front, and was wounded.

OBITUARY


Mr Stanley Quintrell, a former Cross Roads and Broken Hill resident, passed away suddenly at his residence on Thursday, October 31, 1957.  Although in an indifferent state of health during the latter years, his passing came as a great shock to his many friends & family.  


Born at Moonta in 1889 he was educated at the Moonta primary and Burke Ward (Broken Hill) schools, and prior to his enlistment in the first A.I.F. he was an employee of the Moonta and Wallaroo Mining Co. He served in the Second Tunnelling Coy. with the first A.I.F. in Belgium and France, where he was once wounded and severely burnt with mustard gas. Another brother, Perce, who served in the same company, tragically predeceased him at the age of 28 years in 1919. 


On his return from active service he served for a time as a linesman with the P.M.G. Dept at various metropolitan centres, and was engaged in the construction of the undersea cable from Kangaroo Island to the mainland.  In 1921 he married Gladys Irene Jacka, daughter of the late Edward John Jacka, of East Moonta. 


Prior to his retirement due to illness in 1944, he was employed as a guard at the B.H.P. Coy's. shipyards at Whyalla. 


A keen gardener during his years of retirement, he prided himself on his successful growing of the "Sturt's Desert Pea."
