PRIVATE FREDERICK STEVENS

Depot – 2nd Military District

Frederick Roy Stevens was born in 1894 in Sydney, New South Wales the son of Thomas George and Mary (nee Waterson) Stevens.

In November, 1915 Frederick was working at the German C. Camp at Holdsworthy, NSW. 

At the recruiting depot at the Sydney Town Hall on January 28, 1916 the twenty-one year old plumber applied to enlist for active service abroad.  Passing the medical examination personal particulars taken reveal he was 168cms (5ft 6ins) tall, weighed 63kgs (139lbs) with a chest expansion of 81-89cms (32-35ins).  Complexion was florid with blue eyes and fair hair.  Religion was Church of England.  Next-of-kin nominated was his father Mr Thomas George Stevens of Halford Street, Hurlstone Park, Sydney, NSW.  Previous military experience was three months at the German C.C. in Holdsworthy, NSW.  He was sworn in at Casula camp near Liverpool, NSW on February 14, 1916.

For basic training he was allotted to ‘B Coy’, Depot Battalion.

On March 2, 1916 he was discharged after sixteen days – services no longer required.

In 1925 he married Ida King with their marriage registered at Chatswood, Sydney, NSW

They were residing at 139 Hillcrest Avenue, Hurstville in 1930 with his occupation as a plumber.  Three years later they were at 95 Regent Street, City and in 1936/1937 were at Bingara Flats, 10 Prince Street, Randwick North working as a plumber and continued to reside there until after 1958.  In 1963 they are registered at 26 Walford Street, Woy Woy and retired.

His wife Ida passed away on February 20, 1972 at Woy Woy, NSW.

Frederick Roy Stevens died on November 23, 1977 at Goulburn, NSW aged 83 years.  A Notice of his death was placed in the:
